Committee itself, which defines the sig-
nificance of the institution in disseminat-
ing the Olympic Values through its own
Charter.

The IOA had been in need of this change
of profile for a very long time. The preced-
ing administrations, from 1961 to 20006,
had made admirable efforts to establish
the institution in the eyes and hearts of
the Friends of Olympism internationally,
making the IOA the unique body for the
preservation and dissemination of Olympic
Education at the highest levels.

However, times change, demands in-
crease and the Olympic Movement is faced
with concerns and challenges unknown a
few years ago.

The globalization of the Movement and
rapid development in technology have cre-
ated new contacts internationally, making
the dissemination of Olympism and its Val-
ues even more pressing, and touching on
sensitive aspects of modern society. It is
certain that such circumstances require
initiatives and searching beyond the sim-
ple, conventional form of operation of an
educational institution in the framework
of the Olympic Movement.

With these thoughts and aims, the new
IOA Administration under Isidoros Kou-
velos set out, at first cautiously and sub-
sequently with rapid steps, on the path of
upgrading IOA’s educational role within
the modern Olympic Movement.

For the achievement of this aim, howev-
er, the IOA had to take four decisive steps:

A) To open doors to all educational bod-
ies internationally, Universities, National
Olympic Committees and National Olympic
Academies, inviting them, through specific
actions and seminars at the facilities of the
IOA in Ancient Olympia, to contribute to
the need for disseminating Olympic Edu-

cation and the Values of Olympism.

B) To communicate more satisfactori-
ly the role it had been called upon to play
in the Olympic Movement and to provide
a space through its own, new educational
activities, for all opinions expressed in the
Olympic Family to be heard; by up-dat-
ing the themes of Symposiums and Ses-
sions, thus helping the IOC itself to meet
the challenges it is naturally faced with
on a daily basis.

C) To use every form of new technol-
ogy in order to respond to the demands of
our times and connect with youngsters via
youth friendly procedures.

D) To seek out serious economic part-
ners, through sponsorship or donations,
with a view to supporting the whole struc-
ture of the IOA as well as that of the facili-
ties in Ancient Olympia.

We are opening the doors...

The facilities of Ancient Olympia, property
of the HOC, have always constituted the
“home” of the IOA. The HOC was respon-
sible for the administration and economics
of the property, which it had granted free of
charge for use by the IOA. In 2011, when
the crisis in Greece severely limited the
State’s funding of the HOC, thereby making
difficult the maintenance of its facilities,
the IOA requested from the HOC Plenary
Session the concession of the whole man-
agement of the space in an effort to prevent
the cessation of operation of its facilities,
which would have been a deadly blow to
the very essence of the IOA. The initial

three-year concession until 2013, turned in-
to a six-year concession from 2014 to 2020
giving the IOA the opportunity of develop-
ing smoothly its educational programmes.

From the very first meeting of the newly
constituted Ephoria, the IOA decided to re-
duce the cost of accommodation and meals
at the facilities of Ancient Olympia in or-
der to allow disadvantaged organizations to
visit the birthplace of the Olympic Games.

Thus, apart from the IOA’s regular
Sessions which continued to be organized
with revised content, such as the Sessions
for Young Participants, National Olympic
Committees and Academies, professors of
Physical Education in Higher Institutes
of Education and the Olympic Seminar, a
series of new seminars, summer schools
and international symposiums have been
held from 2010 up to the present day, in
which lectures and presentations on the
Olympic Values had an important place.
Many NOAs have visited the facilities of
the IOA over this period, a series of uni-
versity foundations have organized sum-
mer schools, such as the Universities of
Yale and St. Andrews (2012, 2013, 2014),
Georgetown (2012, 2013, 2014, 2015), the
Panteion University (2013, 2014) and Pa-
tras University (2016). In addition, in col-
laboration with the International Olympic
Truce Centre and the United Nations, two
educational Campuses were held for young-
sters from sensitive regions of the world
(2014, 20106). Also, in 2013 and 2014, in
collaboration with the Ministry of Youth
and Sports of Azerbaijan, two education-
al programmes were organized for young
Europeans and officials of the Organising
Committee of the Baku European Games,
based on a memorandum co-signed by IOA
and the Azerbaijan authorities. Finally, the
I0A hosted three major International Sym-
posia attended by distinguished scientists,
the “Scientific Symposium: The need for
a constructive dialogue between peoples
and cultures and the Olympic idea” (2015),
the “Knots in Hellas 2016” of the Metso-
vian Technical University and the “Ancient
Greece and the Modern World” of Patras
University (2010).

New educational activity...
From its very first year (2009), the I0A,
in collaboration with the University of

the Peloponnese and courtesy of the John
Latsis Foundation, established the Mas-
ter’s Degree Programme “Olympic Studies,
Olympic Education, Organisation and Man-
agement of Olympic Events”. Already this
year, beginning on 15 September, the les-
sons of the eighth academic year are under-
way with the participation of 26 students
from 22 countries. Using meritocratic crite-
ria, student selection is made from among
a large number of applicants and up to the
present day a total of 215 students from 78
countries have taken this course! It is the
only Postgraduate Programme of Olympic
Studies in the world to award the title of
Master’s. The philosophy underlying the
Master’s degree Programme, constitutes
an innovation for the Olympic Movement
at international level .

The educational programme rests on
the three pillars of the Olympic Movement:
Education, Sports and Culture, which are
the foundation of Olympism and Olympic
Pedagogy. For the first time an interna-
tional Masters’ degree in Olympic Studies
is granted in the birthplace of the Olym-
pic Games, Ancient Olympia and in Spar-
ta. Moreover, the course aims at providing
high level specialization in all these sub-
jects to students and Olympic Movement
officials and playing a leading role in the
areas of Olympic research and Olympic
education.

From 2012 and every year since then,
the IOA has organised the annual Sym-
posium “Sports, Society and Culture”, in
collaboration with Harvard University’s
Center for Hellenic Studies with the par-
ticipation of selected students from Greek
universities. Finally, at the facilities of the
IOA and in collaboration with the Nation-
al Olympic Academy of Greece, regular
extended educational programmes have
been organised on Olympic Education for
students of Greek schools throughout the
country.

From 2015, upon a request from the
Society “Historical Archive Athens 2004”
and with the appropriate approval of the
I0C, the Historical Archive of the Organis-
ing Committee for the Olympic Games of
Athens was granted free of charge to the
IOA, which now operates as its custodian.
To this end, the old “Otto Szymiczek” Hall
was extensively refurbished and thus this

unique educational and historical material
is now at the disposal of any researcher to
study subjects specifically related to the or-
ganization of the Olympic Games.

Up-graded communication...

As was noted above, an institution with
an international character like the IOA, in
order to be able to communicate its aims
and activities, is required to follow every
form of technological development as far
as funds will allow. With the financial sup-
port of the IOC, the facilities in Ancient
Olympia acquired in 2010 a good Wi-Fi
network and satellite connection for tele-
vision programmes.

In the same year and also with the sup-
port of I0C, the now widely known, in-
teractive educational programme using
advanced touch screen technology enti-
tled “Discovering the Olympic Movement
and its Values” was created, a programme
which has been used at all Youth Olympic
Games with great success and visited by

thousands of athletes and their accompany-
ing persons! Already, courtesy of Samsung,
the programme containing the history of
Olympism, games with sporting content,
information, biographies of athletes and
analysis of Olympic Values has acquired a
new, even more contemporary form and is
permanently installed in Ancient Olympia.

At the same time, in 2010 the
IOA acquired the up-dated web-page
www.ioa.org.gr, with links to all National
Olympic Academies and with up-to-the-
minute information relating to the history,
structure and activity of the IOA. By the
end of 2016 the IOA’s web-page, which
is undergoing improvement at this time,
will have been reconstructed, with new up-
dated features and a much more powerful
information platform.

In 2012 the publication of a six-month-
ly Official Journal was begun, with articles
by distinguished figures in the Olympic
Movement and information concerning the
activities of the National Olympic Acad-

emies; this has received a huge response
since until then there had been no publica-
tion dedicated to Olympic education local
activities. This was the same year in which
the IOA changed its logo after consulta-
tion with the IOC, acquiring the logo that
symbolizes it today and that has instantly
become much in demand as a pin.

Economic development...
The eight-year period 2009-2016 has cer-
tainly not been the best for the IOA from
the point of view of economic stability.
Already in early 2010, the Ephoria of the
Academy noted that owing to the on-com-
ing economic crisis in Greece, governments
that up until then had steadily maintained
the Institution through annual grants, ei-
ther directly or through the HOC, would
be unable to continue this relationship.
Thus it was decided to resort to other
forms of funding for the IOA’s operation.
Initially, assistance was requested from the
I0C during a meeting in Lausanne between

the IOC President Jacques Rogge and the
IOA President Isidoros Kouvelos. At this
meeting, an assurance was given by the
IOC President that the IOC would assist
the Academy whose operation and work
is warmly endorsed by the whole Olym-
pic family. The increase in financial sup-
port from the IOC came in two phases to
reach today 50% of the IOA’s budget. At
the same time, the IOA searched sponsors
who would cover the whole or a part of its
annual educational programmes.

After the John Latsis Foundation, which
took on the cost of running the Master’s
Programme for its first four years, OLYM-
PIACOS FC supported the past three years
this major educational programme.

The first serious grant to the IOA, for
three years, came in 2011 from OPAP (Foot-
ball Pools Organisation) helping its op-
eration beyond all expectations at truly
difficult moments.

The First Lady of Azerbaijan, Mehriban
Aliyeva, impressed by the work of the IOA
in the dissemination of the Olympic Ideas,
and in view of organizing in 2015 the 1st
European Games by her country, wished
to support its operation with a very sub-
stantial contribution, which took care of
the IOA for the two-year period 2013 &
2014, at the same time also providing the
opportunity for the substantial renovation
of part of the facilities. The Minister of
Youth and Sport in Azerbaijan, Mr Azad
Rahimov, has undertaken to continue this

sponsorship for the coming years, albeit
on a smaller financial scale.

In 2015, the STOIXIMAN Company took
charge of financing the annual Internation-
al Symposium “Sports, Society and Culture”
which the IOA is organizing, in collabora-
tion with the Harvard Center for Hellenic
Studies, for the next four years.

It is a fact that, if not for, on the one
hand, the reliable and long-term econom-
ic support of the IOC, and on the other
hand occasional grants based essential-
ly on personal choices and acquaintances
of the IOA’s President Isidoros Kouvelos,
the development and up-grading of this
unique international educational institu-
tion would not only have been impossible,
but its very existence would have been at
stake. And funding from the Ministry of
Culture has today fallen to just 6.5% of the
IOA’s budget!!!

Despite the financial difficulties faced
by the IOA in the eight-year period 2009-
2016, it has clearly shown that it has the

potential to play a more substantial role
in this new age, in which Olympic Edu-
cation constitutes the cornerstone for the
shaping of the modern athlete, according
to President Thomas Bach’s Agenda 2020.

Recognition of the work carried out by
the Academy over these years is clearly
reflected in the two awards presented to
its President, Isidoros Kouvelos, by the
National Universities of Physical Educa-
tion of Ukraine and Moldova, who have
awarded him the honorary title “Doctor
Honoris Causa”.

The correct and disciplined working of
the IOA, with its high-level officials and
its continually up-graded educational pro-
gramme, its outstanding teachers from all
over the world who participate in the pro-
gramme, and the love and trust of the stu-
dents who have lived in its premises and
became the best ambassadors of Olympic
Culture, are the guarantees for the con-
tinuation of improvement attempted over
recent years. — ©

of the IOA and told the athletes: “The International
Olympic Academy is the global centre of Olympism
for culture and education and every country must
have its own National Academy, which operates un-
der the IOA umbrella, whose obligation is to spread
Olympic values. Unfortunately, our country did not
have a National Academy, which is why the Nation-
al Olympic Academy started its first actions in 2009.

Director of the National Olympic Academy; and Para-
lympics medallist Pavlos Mamalos attended the award
ceremony in honour of the Greek mission.

Afterwards Professor Dimitris Gargalianos talked
about the topic of a “Dual Career” and a wreath was
laid at the Pierre de Coubertin monument by Olympic
medallists Anna Korakaki and Spyros Gianniotis and
while IOA honorary dean Konstantinos Georgiadis
discussed the life of the man who revived the Olym-
pic Games.

Once again the Presidents and Directors of National
Olympic Academies and Officials of National Olym-
pic Committees met in Ancient Olympia for the bian-
nual meeting of the 13th Joint International Session
for NOAs Presidents or Directors and NOCs Officials.
The Session took place from May 7th to 14th, 2016.

The Session’s main subject was “Olympism as an ef-
fective tool for development and sustainability” while
the special subject was “Olympic education as a tool for
development and sustainability”. Eight distinguished
speakers from Europe, the Americas, Africa and Asia
were invited to deliver lectures at the Session. Nine-
ty-nine participants took part from 77 countries, of
which 70 were men and 29 were women. Four guests
of the IOA also attended the Session.

The lectures, as always, were compelling and stimu-
lated lively discussions in the amphitheatre. As was to
be expected, many speeches focused on the upcoming
Olympic Games of Rio 2016 in terms of sustainability
and the environment and approached the issue from
various viewpoints. Professor Einar Braathen of the
Norwegian Institute for Urban and Regional Research,
Oslo and Akershus University College, expanded on
his ideas in his speech “The Olympic Movement at
the crossroads”; as did Professor Ana Maria Miragaya

Students of the Master’s Degree Programme in
Olympic Studies organised by the IOA in collabo-
ration with the University of Peloponnese had the
opportunity to follow part of the Session’s proceed-
ings and enthusiastically presented experiences from
their studies.

On the final day, during the Session’s Closing Cer-
emony, the discussion groups presented their conclu-
sions and the participation diplomas were handed out.

Twenty students from 15 different countries attend-

The students’ interest in the lectures remained un-
diminished throughout the academic year. During the
spring semester students visited and became acquaint-
ed with the modern facilities of the Department for
Sport Organisation and Management of the University
of Peloponnese, where classes were held for almost a
week, as well as the city of Sparta, where they visited
ancient monuments.

The students actively participated in the day-to-
day life of the Olympic Academy and left their mark
by organising cultural and social evening events. In-
dicatively there were evening events dedicated to Ja-
pan and Kazakhstan, India and Afghanistan, Lebanon,
Mexico, Russia and Sri Lanka.

Alongside their classes and academic obligations,
students participated in sports activities and organized
football and volleyball matches, as well as yoga and
wushu kung fu sessions.

The class of 2015-2016 engaged actively with lo-
cal society. This got off to a good start when they met
with old students and graduates of the Master’s Degree
Programme living in the area. This informal alum-
ni event was such a great success, with new students
receiving tips about the Programme and sharing the
viewpoint of previous participants, that it will become
an annual event.

Afterwards, students participated in local events
(such as a film showing, olive harvest) which served to
strengthen their ties with other students and for them
to exchange information on their customs and habits
in each country. Their participation in the Olympic
Torch Lighting Ceremony, which took part on April
21st, 20106, and their volunteer work in related events
was a high point for the students.

Specifically, on Sunday 17th April, students par-
ticipated in the cycling event with a course between
Elis - Olympia and on Tuesday April 19th attended a
traditional dance performance by dance troupes from
the primary schools of Ancient Olympia, Pelopion and
Platanos, as well as the children from the twinned town
of Yakutsk in Siberia. On April 20th, students from Rus-
sia and Japan participated in the official dinner hosted
by the Municipality alongside official guests, thus fa-
cilitating communication between the Municipality
and the delegations of the corresponding countries.

On the same day, students met with the President
of the International Olympic Committee, Dr Thomas
Bach, who talked with them and listened to their im-
pressions on the Programme. Dr Bach, together with
the President of the International Academy, Mr Isidoros
Kouvelos and the Honorary Dean of the IOA, Mr Kon-
stantinos Georgiadis had their photograph taken with
the students at the stele of Baron Pierre de Coubertin.

On April 21st the students followed the Olympic
Torch Lighting Ceremony from the officials’ area of
the ancient Stadium. This ceremony marks the begin-
ning of the Games, sending a message of world peace,
brotherhood and solidarity.

The International Olympic Academy (IOA), in
cooperation with Harvard University’s Center for
Hellenic Studies (CHS DC and GR), organized the Fifth
Annual International Symposium on “Sports, Society
and Culture” in Ancient Olympia, on July 9-13, 2016.
Like all previous years, the Symposium hosted scholars
from around the world and brought together more than
a hundred students and professors from Universities
in Greece, America, Canada and for the first time this
year, Cyprus.

Building on the experience and the material of the
previous Symposiums, the specific topic of the 2016
Symposium was “To Bring Back Victory: Local and
Global Aspects of Ancient Athletics and the Modern
Olympics.” The 2016 Symposium was meant as a critical
exploration of the notion of victory with a focus on
local and global festivities and the homecoming of the
athlete, aiming at fostering dialogue between ancient
and modern perspectives.

The Symposium commenced with an address from
Mr Isidoros Kouvelos, President of the International
Olympic Academy, Prof. Dionyssis Gangas, Director of
the International Olympic Academy and Prof. Gregory
Nagy, Director of the Center for Hellenic Studies and

Short discussion and Q&A sessions followed the
presentations. Days were structured to include sessions
followed by afternoon workshops that engaged students
to a great extent. During workshops, all conference
participants were divided into smaller groups, which
developed the themes of the lectures, broadened the
thematic components of the Symposium, and drew
connections with contemporary issues. Each group
worked with two lecturers, of ancient or modern
background, enhancing the dialectic relationship
between the two perspectives.

In the morning of the second day, participants and
professors visited the Museum of Ancient Olympia
and the archaeological site where Catherine Pratt,
Archaeologist and Lecturer at the University of Western
Ontario, and Charles Stocking, Assistant Professor at

The International Seminar on Olympic Studies for
Postgraduate Students has become a long-standing tra-
dition in Olympic education. Since 1993 and through-
out all these years it creates the perfect atmosphere
for the participating students for philosophical dis-
cussions and acquisition of knowledge in relation to
Olympism and the Olympic idea. It is organized ev-
ery year and it continues to magnetize postgraduate
students from the four corners of the Earth who wish
to live for a month in the birthplace of Olympism.

The 23rd International Seminar on Olympic Stud-
ies for Postgraduate Students was once again an ex-
ceptional experience for 22 participants, 11 men and
11 women from 18 different countries. Students from
Europe, Asia, Americas, Africa and Oceania, all five
continents, participated. The Seminar was held from
September 1st to September 30th in the IOA premises
in Ancient Olympia.

Ten distinguished professors, all known in the ac-
ademic world for their specialization in Olympism
and Sports, were invited to teach. This year’s special
topic was: “Olympism in praxis: The environmental
protection”. The works of the Seminar were divided
into four cycles:

- The focus of the first cycle was the ancient Olympic
Games and their philosophy and Professor Dr Nigel
B. Crowther from Canada and Professor Dr Ingomar
Weiler from Austria delved into these topics.

« The central subject of the second cycle was the mod-
ern Olympic Movement, the revival of the Olympic
Games and the history of the modern Olympic Games.

« The Olympic education and the socio-political aspects
of the modern Olympic Games (media and commu-
nication, management, organisation and marketing)
were the focal point of the third cycle, with Professor
Dr Yannis Theodorakis from Greece and Professor Dr
Otmar Weiss from Austria lecturing the students on
these fields.

- During the fourth cycle, the ethical and philosophi-
cal issues of Olympism as well as the athletes’ rights
in the modern Olympic Movement were analysed.
Professor Dr George Karlis from Canada, Professor
Dr Dimitra Papadimitriou from Greece and Dr Sam
Ramsamy, the IOC Member from South Africa, shared
their insight, understanding and ideas on these issues
with the students of the Seminar.

The National Olympic Academies, the National
Olympic Committees and/or Universities’ departments
which collaborate with the IOA selected and nominated
the students who met the requirements of the Semi-
nar. The selection procedure was based on the quali-
fications, academic achievements, recommendation
letters and research topics of the applicants. Among
the 22 students, we had 7 PhD candidates, 8 Master’s
Degree holders and 4 Master’s Degree candidates.

The students arrived on Thursday the 1st of Sep-
tember and on Friday they visited the archaeological

site and the Museum of Acropolis, the Panathenaic
Stadium, the Zappeion Megaron, and the Olympic Sta-
dium. On their way to Ancient Olympia, they visited
important archaeological sites such as the ancient
theatre of Epidaurus, the Palamidi castle, the archao-
logical site of Mycenae and Nemea and stayed for one
night in the beautiful city of Nafplion.

The programme of the Seminar included the daily
lectures, the presentations of the participants’ papers
as well as sport and cultural activities. The papers will
be published in the yearly edition of the Seminar’s pro-
ceedings. During their stay in Olympia, the students
had the opportunity to benefit from the IOA library
and the input of their supervising professors in order
to improve their papers and enhance their knowledge
on Olympic and sports issues.

Apart from their academic schedule, the partici-
pants were practising sports, they organized social
evenings presenting their countries and cultures and
watched famous sports films. Through all these ac-
tivities the 22 students became a team characterized
by friendship and mutual respect.

On Wednesday, the 28th of September, the students
presented the Seminar’s conclusions during the Clos-
ing Ceremony and right after they were awarded their
participation Diplomas, signed by the IOC President
Dr Thomas Bach, the HOC President, Mr Spyros Cap-

The International Olympic Truce Centre and the Brit-
ish Council of Greece, in collaboration with the In-
ternational Olympic Academy and under the aegis of
the UN Office on Sport for Development and Peace
(UNOSDP) together with the International Olympic
Committee, hosted young people aged from 17 to 25
from 21 countries and four continents at the birthplace
of the Olympic Games. During the period of the “Imag-
ine Peace” camp, which took place for the second time
in the premises of the IOA, in the last week of July,
these youngsters were given the chance to research
the meaning of the Olympic Truce, how its values can
affect daily life and behavior and how conflicts can
be resolved through peaceful means. Via a series of
original, experiential methods of learning and sports
activities, they exchanged opinions, shared experienc-
es and became more familiar with the cultures and
customs of peoples with whom they had come into
contact for the first time.

The aim of the endeavor was the creation of an in-
ternational network of ambassadors for the Olympic

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Truce, a team of people who, upon returning to their
homelands, would work positively for the promotion
of the Olympic values, mutual understanding and re-
spect for diversity in their local communities. The idea
for the creation of the “Imagine Peace Youth Camp”
originates from and is based on the position held by In-
ternational Olympic Truce Centre that sport has a pri-
mary role to play in the positive shaping of society as
a whole and can help to create a more peaceful world.

The presence of Greek Olympic Champions through-
out the week made a crucial contribution to its suc-
cessful outcome. The Olympic Champions, having
spoken to the participants about their personal course
in sport as well as in elite sport, presented their own
particular sport giving the youngsters an opportunity
to focus on that sport either as a team, in handball, or
as individuals, in archery.

Finally, their work was enriched through the par-
ticipation of the Director of Social Innovation and
Empowerment of the International Centre for Sport
Security (ICSS) and the “Save the Dream” programme,
Mr Pedro Velazquez. Mr Velazquez involved the par-
ticipants in a case-study on the theme of intercultural
dialogue, the results of which will be used for, amongst
other things, future activities of the ICSS.

After 18 long years, in the majestic surroundings of
Ancient Olympia and more precisely the premises of
the International Olympic Academy, one of the biggest
international conferences of top mathematicians was
organized under the title of “Knots in Hellas 2016”.

The Conference programme featured lectures from
top researchers from the fields of mathematics, phys-
ics and molecular biology, in sessions containing top
research papers as well as scientific posters presen-
tations. In total, 94 research papers were presented,
covering a wide range of scientific fields relating to
the Theory of Knots and Low-Dimensional Topology
and giving emphasis, beyond the theoretical scientific
areas, to their significant applications in other scienc-
es such as Physics, Chemistry, Biology and Medicine.
Specifically, the Conference focused on invariants of
knots and links, braid groups, topology of quantum
field theory, 3- and 4- manifolds, on topological sur-
gery, physical knots and their applications relating
to fluid flows, astrophysics, polymers and biophysics,
the mechanism of DNA and the structure and func-
tion of proteins, etc.

Prominent figures like Professor V.F.R. Jones, of
Vanderbilt University USA, who was awarded the 1989
Fields medal (the equivalent of the Nobel for Math-
ematics), Professor L.H. Kauffman of University of
Illinois at Chicago (author of “Knots and Physics”),
Professor C. Adams of Williams College in USA (au-
thor of “Zombies and Calculus”), Professor S. Lamb-

ropoulou of the NTUA with her Greek students, who
are excelling in foreign universities, Professor K. Mil-
lett of the University of California in Santa Barbara,
as well as a large number of eminent scientists dem-
onstrated yet again that outward-looking attitudes
in mathematics and those involved in this field pro-
mote knowledge and science in areas relating to the
improvement of human life.

In addition, participants had the opportunity to gain
direct knowledge of the history of the Ancient Olym-
pic Games by visiting the archeological site and the
town’s museum, while they were also initiated into
Greek hospitality at a celebratory gathering provided
by the organizers and featuring Greek dishes and tra-
ditional Greek music. In this most glorified and sa-
cred place of Ancient Greece, at a symbolic ceremony,
leading scientists were honoured for the great impor-
tance of their work. The ancient and modern worlds
stood side by side, something that was extended also
to the social gatherings of the participants through
daily theatrical activities on mathematical topics un-
der Professor C. Adams’ direction.

Underlining its superior scientific quality, new in-
terdisciplinary collaborations and, most importantly,
new avenues of research were highlighted during the
conference. In the shadow of the Kronion Hill, where
in ancient times the most momentous celebration of
the Greeks used to take place, scientists from all cor-
ners of the earth had the chance to organize their own
celebration, offering the much needed knowledge and
pioneering material for a progressive and developed
society. The praise received by the team of organiz-
ers was indisputable proof of the effort made on the
part of the scientific Greek community to promote
research and know-how in order for the high level
of this excellent collaboration to be widened and for

lopoulos, Mayor of Elis, all of whom made symbolic
speeches.

Subsequently, and prior to his departure, the Presi-
dent of the Hellenic Republic delivered an excellent
speech on the theme of “The contribution of the spirit
of ancient Greece to the formation of modern west-
ern culture”.

Finally, on behalf of the President of the Interna-
tional Olympic Academy, the General Director Mr
Dionyssis Gangas welcomed the participants to the
conference and showed a short video informing them
of the mission and work of the IOA.

The proceedings of the Conference took place over
a total of eight (8) sessions, characterized by original-
ity, superior scientific quality and the intense interest
of the participants. In spite of their widely differing
scientific fields, the high level of communication and
interaction between participants was also characteris-
tic. The common point of reference was the Olympic
Spirit, not only as expressed in specific, particularly
high-level presentations, but also as the symbol and
epitome of ancient Greek achievements. Attendance
was gratifyingly high right up to the end of the Con-
ference, on the evening of Wednesday, 31 August.

A very significant role in the success of the Con-
ference was played by the setting of the IOA (almost
with one voice our eminent foreign visitors character-
ized it as a unique experience in their lives), as well
as the faultless organization and willing assistance
provided by the excellently trained staff.

In conclusion, I am able with great pleasure to
foresee that this conference was only the first in a
series of events which, under the wing of the newly-
founded Centre of Sciences and Hellenic Values, will
support the dissemination and optimum use of Greek
values and ideals in general, and the Olympic values
and Olympia in particular. — ©

Philosophers including Plato were known to visit Olym-
pia and exchange ideas during the ancient festival.
Therefore, the annual meeting of the International As-
sociation for the Philosophy of Sport (IAPS), September
19-24, 20106, felt like a revival of sorts. Nearly a 100
philosophers from 18 countries on four continents pre-
sented 80 different papers at the conference.
Participants met in Athens and began their journey
with a visit to the Panathenaic Stadium. Afterward they
travelled by bus to Nemea, where they were greeted by
archaeologist Stephen Miller and offered the chance to
run barefoot on the ancient track. In the afternoon, they
visited Ancient Messene (despite intermittent rain), ad-
miring its stadium/gymnasium complex. They arrived
in Olympia in time for dinner at the Academy.
Tuesday begin with opening speeches and a keynote
address by Professor Drew Hyland of Trinity College,
Connecticut, who spoke on “The Sweatiest of the Lib-
eral Arts: Athletics and Education.” The Athens 2004
Archive was open during the midday break and a spe-
cial display was set up in the library, including new
books in the philosophy of sport as well as other books
donated by conference participants.

On Wednesday morning, participants took a guided
tour of the archaeological site and museum, then vis-
ited the museum of the Ancient Olympic Games. The
afternoon was filled with parallel sessions and a special
panel discussion on the work of Jim Parry, IOA stalwart
and Olympic philosopher par excellence.

Twelve years after the Athens Olympic
Games, this study undertakes the first com-
prehensive assessment of their impact on
Greek society, its institutions and the inter-
national profile of Greece. The combination
of old and new information sheds light on
various aspects of the greatest event ev-
er staged in Greece, which (at that time)
greatly changed opinions both in Greece and
abroad about what Greece can do.

An introductory treatise was published by
the International Olympic Academy in May
2016, by Professor and IOA Director, Dr
Dionyssis Gangas, entailing many features
relative to typical and substantive interven-
tion of internal and international politics in
Olympic Movement.

One of the most controversial and debat-
able subjects, which, curiously, only a few
analysts of the Olympic Movement have
investigated, are the different aspects in
which the discipline of domestic and inter-
national politics has affected the develop-
ment of Olympism, both in the content of
its very philosophy, as well as in its prac-
tical implementation through structured
sports and primarily, the Olympic Games.
It is possible that this lack of systematic
study and promotion of this phenomenon
may be attributed to the fact that through-
out the course of the Olympic Movement
and mainly the development of the Games,
the various events that have defined the in-
teraction of sports and politics were dealt
with individually and not as branches of
the same tree.

The purpose of writing this treatise is
to provide the students of the Postgraduate
Programme in Olympic Studies, organized
by the IOA and the University of Pelopon-
nese, with the potentiality to observe more
easily the relation between the Olympic
Movement and its political exploitation.
This treatise will constitute the core of a
textbook of the writer which will be pub-

Cameroon
The Cameroon University
Games are an organisation of
various events bringing together
every year athletes from state
universities, higher schools
as well as private university
institutions in Cameroon. This
sporting event has become a
passion for the public, acquiring
a real social dynamic as an
unprecedented phenomenon in
Cameroon’s sports movement,
given the wide range of
population groups involved in
the competition. These games
have turned into a unique
opportunity for establishing
partnerships, agreements and
businesses that seek promotion.
One of the most attractive
features of these sports days is
the formation of fan clubs.
These are groups of tireless
fans who encourage their
teams during the games.
Furthermore, the fan clubs have
a well structured organization
comprising musicians, singers,
dancers, choreographers,
hairdressers, directors,
professional or amateur
scriptwriters, and are looking
also for external expertise.
Observing their development,
all indications are that it is

a mechanism that, parallel
to sports, is supported by a
particularly dedicated and
supportive public within the
university structures. Without
these fan clubs, the Cameroon
University Games would
not have achieved the same
success.

The Academy, in the
context of implementing the
Olympic Values Education
Programme (OVEP), mainly
concerned with focusing on
the assimilation of Olympic
values from various receivers,
has found that fan clubs can
play the complementary role of
transmitters. The involvement
of fan clubs that reflect the
structural elements of the
regional cultures that they
represent is in itself a tool for the
dissemination of African cultural
values.

The Academy’s operation
allows for a varied approach
to the dissemination and
transmission of Olympic values,
since the fan clubs constitute
the Olympic values education
bodies. Through the enormous
influence they exert on the
receivers, they attract attention
and adapt the Olympic message
to the cultural entertainment
activities they offer. In this
way, Olympic values are
transformed into song, poetry,
dance, theatre play, pantomime,
and choreography during the
events and on the occasion of
the games that enjoy a great
popularity.

These games have a
considerable public following,



which is a great asset for the
Olympic Academy.

Central

African Republic

On April 6, which is the
International Day of Sport for
Development and Peace, the
National Olympic Academy of
the Central African Republic
held its first event, a public
conference on the subject,
“Sport, peace and development
in the Central African Republic”.
The event attracted the

interest of the sporting world,
the diplomatic world and
government officials in the
importance of sport, peace

and development, but above

all it initiated much research on
the contribution of sport to the
restoration of peace in a country
like the Central African Republic
that is just emerging from a war.
The national press gave the
event considerable coverage
and publicity.

In the framework of the
Olympic Week organized
by the National Olympic
Committee from June 18 to 25,
the Academy held a series of
targeted events. First, a parade
of pupils holding a placard
with the Olympic values which
they presented at the Week’s
opening ceremony. Then the
National Session on the theme:
“The involvement of sports
leaders in the education of
athletes”. Finally, a workshop
was organised on Olympic
values for young athletes,
pupils and students of Bangui
University.

The National Olympic
Academy was represented by
its president at the Session
of the Association of African
National Olympic Academies in
March 2016 in Bamako, again
at the General Assembly of the
Association of French-speaking
National Olympic Academies
in Paris in May 2016 and at the
Session of the International
Olympic Academy during the
same month.

The Academy’s new team
worked with all speed in order to
raise awareness of the Olympic
idea and its dissemination. It
intends to continue its activity in
this field with the organization of
monthly meetings to ensure that
the ideals have an influence on
the whole country and beyond
the sporting world. The country
needs an appropriate strategy
in order that the Olympic values
might contribute to a change
in the mentality and behaviour
of the people, from that which
emerged after the crisis caused
by the war.

Cyprus

For the 10th consecutive

year, the Olympic Education
Programme of Cyprus aimed at
the development and protection
of the Olympic Movement in the
country.

This year, the programme
focused mainly on the Rio
Olympic Games and the
students were introduced to
different Olympic sports as well
as to the history of the modern
Olympic Games.

From January to July
2016, the Cyprus Olympic
Committee welcomed more

than 800 children to its Olympic
Education Programme.

On April 7, the Cyprus “Pierre
de Coubertin” Committee
successfully organized the 5th
Cyprus Student Conference on
the theme “Active Participation
in Sports — Olympism as a
component of education”.

A total of 150 students
participated in this conference,
representing six schools from
Cyprus and two from Greece.

On March 9, the Cyprus
Olympic Academy, in
collaboration with the “Woman
and Sports” Committee of the
Olympic Committee, organized a
Meeting on Women and Sports.
It took place at the Olympic
House and Dr Irene Kamberidou,
Professor of Sociology at the
National and Kapodestrian
University of Athens was the
keynote speaker.

The Ministry of Education
and Culture, in collaboration
with the Olympic Academy,
announced a national student
poster competition on the
theme “Olympic Games — Rio
2016. Send your own message
through the Values and Ideals of
Olympism”.

The Cyprus Olympic
Academy, with the sponsorship

Committee, translated and
published the I0C book “How
well do you know the Olympic
Games?”.

Germany
The Olympic Day 2016 in
Cologne broke all records:
More partners than ever, a
larger area than ever with 4,000
participants. The German
Olympic Academy and its
more than 35 partners brought
unforgettable experiences to
their young guests who came
into contact with stars from
Olympic and Paralympic sports.

For the third consecutive
year, the event took place at
the German Sport and Olympia
Museum in Cologne, where
thousands of children and
teenagers enjoyed a whole
day of Olympic moments and
sporting experiences.

The introductory speeches

were made by Professor Dr
Gudrun Doll-Tepper, president
of the Academy, Walter
Schneeloch, president of the
North Rhine-Westphalia Sports
Confederation and Andreas
Wolter, mayor of Cologne.

After the presentation of a
long programme on sports,
the action commenced. Pupils
were given the opportunity
to try out a great variety of
sports — ranging from golf
and handball to wheelchair
basketball and curling — as well
as to learn about doping and the
risks associated with alcohol
consumption, and to visit stands
providing information on healthy
diets or social policy. They also
took part in an Olympic quiz,
had their photos taken with
the London Olympic torch and
participated in the Olympic Day
run.

All these activities were made
possible thanks to the Academy
and its partners, including sports
associations, sports clubs,
federal health and social policy
bodies, and official sponsors
of the German Olympic Team.
“It was a great success for
us to see how well schools
and partners respond to the
Olympic Day. Thanks to those
partnerships, we can offer a
larger number of activities every
year and we are looking forward
to further growth in the future”,
said Tobias Knoch, director of
the German Olympic Academy.

Special reference should be
made to the discussions with
the athletes from the Olympic
and Paralympic teams. The
young guests listened to the
experiences of the fencer
Britta Heidemann (Olympic
gold medallist in 2008 and
silver medallist in 2012), table
tennis player Holger Nikelis

(Paralympic gold medalist

in 2004 and 2012), javelin
thrower Katharina Molitor

(world champion in 2015), field
hockey player Franziska Lowe
(Olympic gold medallist in 2004),
Paralympic athlete Vanessa Low

Great Britain
The National Olympic Academy
of Great Britain continues to
widely disseminate the Olympic
values and ideals, predominantly
through the Get Set programme
(www.getset.co.uk). In 2016
activities have increased to
offer even more opportunities to
young people.

Specifically, they included:
- Get Set’s Road to Rio that
offered a large number of
exciting opportunities to
connect young people to the GB
Team and all the action in Rio.
The Road to Rio programme
included three actions: an
application encouraging young
people to be active, Google
Hangouts with athletes and
officials talking about their
professional careers, and the
Values Awards aiming at getting
young people to keep the
Olympic values at the centre of
their lives. The programme has
proved incredibly popular, with
over 94,000 web users since its
inception in November 2014.
- Get Set to Eat Fresh, in
partnership with Aldi, promoting
healthy eating and encouraging

)

young people to live healthy and
active lives.
- Get Set for the Spirit of Sport,
in partnership with UKAD that
encourages young people
to learn about the values of
sport and the rules or guiding
principles which govern clean
sport around the world. It
challenges young people to
consider their own behaviour as
well as the behaviour of others,
and to make the right decisions
on and off the sports ground.
- Get Set to Play, in partnership
with Procter and Gamble,
now in its third year, using the
Olympic values and the Olympic
GB Team to help 3-11 year-
olds to make their playtimes
more active and more positive.
The highlight this year was a
competition for young people
to show how family support can
help them, just as it does for our
Olympic athletes.
- The Olympic Day celebration
with 10,000 people across the
country involved in various
activities.

Beyond these initiatives, the
British Olympic Foundation also
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took part in the 2016 Festival
of Education. The two-day
festival that brings together
top people in education has
certainly become one of the
leading forums for thought on
leadership and debate in the
Education sector. Finally, the
British Olympic Foundation held
a session for 100 professionals
in education on the theme
“Meeting expectations - What
the Olympic Values can do for
your students”.

The Guinea Olympic and Sports
Committee and the National
Olympic Academy celebrated
the Olympic Day in the Boke
region, in the province of
Kamsar, on June 23 and 24,
2016.

The National Olympic and
Paralympic Academy of Iran
became involved in Olympic
education in 2002. Every year
the Academy develops various
Olympic education programmes
for elite athletes on subjects
such as: Coaching, Sports
Medicine, Sports Psychology,
Sports Nutrition, and Sports
Management.

With the aim of promoting
the Olympic values, 23 courses
were held at the Academy last
year, with the participation of
more than 700 people from
various cities and provinces.

The purpose of the courses
was to spread the Olympic
Movement in society, especially
among those who are involved
in school sports.

On these courses,
participants first visit the
Academy and get to know the
services and facilities provided
to athletes and national teams.
They can also enrich their
knowledge of the Olympic




Games, their history, symbols,
motto, torch, flag and the
Olympic medallists. Depending
on their age, they watch an
Olympic movie and at the end
they receive their diplomas.

The Fitness Assessment
and Physical Improvement
Centre of the Academy has also
offered its services to Olympian
athletes, as well as providing
various training courses on
fitness, body building, improving
speed, etc.

The Sports Medicine Centre
contributed to the improvement
in performance of Iranian
athletes and coaches through
the implementation of the
highest standards of Applied
Sports Medicine. This Centre
also attaches great importance
to education in the field of
sports medicine and provides
clinical and scientific services. In
2016, more than 3,500 athletes
and coaches received medical
care at the Centre. Furthermore,
21 Nutrition courses were
organized for athletes.

The Sports Psychology
Centre, in the context of
developing sports psychology
programmes to enhance
the athlete’s performance,
organized nine courses on
“Mental Health”. An additional
training programme on
psychological awareness was
implemented for eight weeks.

The Sports Management
Centre aims at promoting and
implementing management
skills within sports organizations
and target groups. It organized
“Sports Events Management”
and “Strategic Management
in Sports” courses in various
provinces of Iran. A seminar was
also held at the Academy on
“Sport and Peace”, with a large
attendance from the physical
education sector.

Japan

The 38th Session of the Japan
Olympic Academy was held on
December 5, 2015 at Musashino
University in the Tokyo Bay
area, where a large number

of the 2020 Tokyo Olympics
facilities, including the Olympic
Village, will be located. The
Session on the theme “Olympic
Movement and Approaches to
Future Museums” focused on
the significance of museums,
which play an important role in
the Olympic Movement. With
more than 100 participants, the
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Session was inaugurated by
President Kasahara’s opening
address.

The first part was an
introduction for the participants,
who were given basic data on
the Lausanne Olympic Museum:
general information and photos
on the recently reopened
Olympic Museum as well as
the historical background,
based on Pierre de Coubertin’s
vision of creating a museum.

An audio message from Francis
Gabet, Director of the Lausanne
Olympic Museum, was heard
during the presentation. Mr
Gabet provided certain key
guidelines concerning the
establishment of an Olympic
museum.

The second part consisted of
four presentations on the most
representative sports museums
in Japan, namely the Nagano
Olympic Museum, the Sapporo
Winter Sports Museum, and
the Prince Chichibu Memorial
Sports Museum. In addition, the
Panasonic Center Tokyo was
also included as the location for

Olympic workshops for children.

The Nagano Museum,
founded in 1999 following
the Nagano Olympic Winter
Games, is the first Japanese
museum included in the IOC

Olympic Museums Network. The
Sapporo Winter Sports Museum,
located at the Okurayama Jump
Stadium, was based on the
“See, Touch and Learn” concept
and exhibits equipment used

by the Japanese Olympians
during the 1972 Sapporo Winter
Games.

The Prince Chichibu
Memorial Sports Museum
established in 1959 is known to
be the most important sports
and Olympic museum in Japan
with a large collection of sports
exhibits and archives.

Panasonic, official Worldwide
Olympic Partner, not only
contributes to the Olympic and
Paralympic Games through
its technology, but is actively
engaged in the Olympic
Movement at the Panasonic
Center.

The invited speakers spoke
during the third part on the main
theme: “The role of Olympic
museums in the dissemination
of Olympism”. The goal now is
to create an Olympic museum
as part of the legacy of the 2020
Games, since museums are
an indispensable element of
Olympism, and a well-designed
museum will serve as a highly
effective and ideal place for
Olympic education.

Mauritius
The Mauritius National Olympic
Academy organized the Olympic
Fun Day for children aged 7 to
16. In the context of this event,
sports and Olympic values
were promoted among children
in a relaxed atmosphere at
various locations (playgrounds,
beaches, sports camps).

Romania

The Romanian Olympic
Academy celebrates its 25th
anniversary this year: a quarter
of a century dedicated to the
promotion and development
of the ideas of Olympism. With
the support of the Romanian
Olympic and Sport Committee
and based on its unique

structure of 48 branches, the
Academy has implemented a
series of concrete projects.

From April 18 to 22, in
partnership with the Sports
Museum and the Romanian
Rugby Federation, it carried out
a programme entitled “School
otherwise: To Know more, to be
better”, hosted at the Olympic
House.

The goal of the programme
was to involve pupils and
teachers in activities that
highlight their talents and
abilities in physical education,
sport and Olympic education,
and encourage them to
participate in various actions.
More than 1,300 pupils and
60 teachers registered for
activities such as: visits to the
Sport Museum, discussions
with Olympic medallists
and participation in sports
workshops organized at rugby
field.

In the context of Olympic
research, the Academy
took part in the International
Workshop “Olympic values in
contemporary society” in the
framework of the World LUMEN
Congress that took place in the
city of lasi on April 15, 2016. The
aim of the workshop was to find
out if Olympic values remain
the same or are influenced by
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the evolution of society and the
Olympic Movement. In total, 20
representatives from Moldova,
Latvia, Ukraine and Romania
presented their work.
Furthermore, on May 28
in collaboration with the Cluj
Branch, the local School and the
Children’s Palace of the area
organized a National Conference
on the general theme “From
experience to research in
sport, physical education
and kinesiology”. The special
themes of the conference were:
“Olympism, management and
marketing in sport”, “Sport and
physical education” and “Sport
for health and the Paralympics”.
On May 21, the Romanian
Olympic Academy, in
collaboration with the Bucharest
Branch and local schools,
organized the 9th edition of
the National Symposium “The
physical education culture — field
of universal culture”. The 83
research papers presented were
published in a special volume.
From May 23 to June 23,
the Academy by tradition
celebrated the Olympic Month
by organizing in every branch
at least one activity based on
the Olympic Run. The National
Day Run was hosted by the
Bacau Branch on June 11
with the participation of more
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than 1,200. Other activities
carried out were: The Olympic
knowledge contest “Whoever
knows Olympism wins!”,

the “Olympic colours relay”,
the public debate on “Sport
and nutrition”, the Chess
competition “The land of 64
squares” and an interactive
discussion with Olympic
champions.

Moreover, the Timis
branch organized, together
with the Polytechnic
University, the “Olympic
Week”. This event consisted
of a presentation and
discussion with Olympians
who had graduated from the
university, a presentation of
the Rio Olympic Games with
Mr Felipe Sequ representing
the Brazilian Embassy in
Romania as well as an
exhibition of equipment used
by Romanian athletes in
previous Olympics!

Serbia

The exhibition "Road to Rio"
was organized by the Belgrade
Olympic Museum on the
occasion of the Rio Olympic
Games. The exhibition, located
at the Mixer House in Belgrade,
was opened to the public for a
month from July 21.

It was divided into three
parts: The first part consisted of
symbols and values of modern
Olympism and presented their
development from the 1896
first modern Olympic Games in
Athens till today.

The second part was an
overview of Serbian athletes’
participation in the Summer
Olympics from 1912 to 2012,
including interesting data on
the Games and original exhibits
from the Olympic Museum’s
collection.

In the third part, visitors had
access to a rich multimedia
collection with highlights of the
Olympic Games, interesting
historical data, Olympic heroes




and promotional videos.

A special section of the
exhibition was dedicated to the
presentation of the Serbian team
that competed in 14 sports in
Rio. During the exhibition, special
educational workshops were
organized for children aged 8 to
14 who, every Saturday, were
given the opportunity to learn
about Olympic values, their
history and the Olympic Games
through interactive workshops,
as well as the chance to try a
sport, such as shooting, golf,
taekwondo and table tennis.

More than 3,000 people
visited the exhibition in Belgrade
and our aim is for more people to
view it when it is made virtual on
our specially designed website.

From January 28 to February

1, the President of the Spanish

The first course was for sports
journalists and concerned
the importance and role of
the sports media in raising
awareness with the public and
in disseminating the Olympic
values.

The second course was
for the heads of sports clubs,
since they are the ones who are
responsible for the promotion of
Olympic values in each region.

Another action of the
National Olympic Academy is
entitled “Operation, a watch
for everybody”. It is an effort to
offer a watch to every student
of the country’s schools and
colleges in order to make
them aware of the notion of
time. Disrespect for time is
something that occurs in Africa
and a punctual student who
respects time will also respect
his schoolmates and pursue
excellence.

For the future, a Youth
Olympic Camp (December
2016) has been planned, as
well as 10-day Itinerant Youth
Camps in five regions of the
country (July — September
2017), Olympic clubs to be set
up in schools and colleges and
a drawing and poetry contest
on Olympic values for young
athletes in Lomé (December —
March 2017).

Established in 1908 as an
autonomous non-profit
organization, the Turkish
Olympic Committee was

the 13th to comply with the
Olympic Charter. It aims at
building a better world through
sport and combining it with
culture and education. At the
same time, the Committee

has been successfully
implementing various projects
and programmes in the field of
Olympic education in order to
disseminate the fundamental
principles of Olympism at a
national level.

The “Sports Culture
and Olympic Education
Project” is the product of
thorough work undertaken
by experts, academics and
child psychologists aimed at
helping young generations to
adopt a sports culture early in
life. Professional presenters
and the adorable mascot “Oli"
made presentations to 4th
and 5th graders (ages 9 — 11)
to educate them on sports
culture, the Olympic Games
and Olympic Sports, Olympism
and its values, Fair Play, a
healthy diet and environmental
awareness through various
videos, cartoons, short
competitions and images. With
over 4,000 presentations made
at the Olympic House as well
as hundreds of schools in 42
provinces of the country, the
Turkish Olympic Committee has
managed to ingrain sporting
values and the Olympic spirit in
some 1.5 million children and
their teachers since 2006.

The “Fair Play Universities
Caravan Project” has been
implemented by the Fair Play
Commission of the Olympic
Committee over the last three
academic years. The Project
aims to disseminate the Fair
Play spirit to students in the
University Schools of Physical
Education and Sports, since
they will be the future teachers,
coaches and academics. The
Caravan Team, accompanied
by sports celebrities, has
travelled over 88,000 km to

visit 25 universities, with 73,000
students attending the debates
and lectures.

The Turkish Olympic
Committee transmits the
Olympic values to thousands of
participants in many different
cities of the country through
Olympic experiences gained
during that fortnight of activities.

Events include both
indoor and outdoor activities.
Indoors, students participate
in interactive presentations
on sports ethics and Olympic
sports, Olympic symbols and
history. Outdoors, children are
encouraged to develop their
basic motor skills on the special
tracks created in schoolyards.

The “Olympic Climb” is an
annual mountaineering event
complemented by seminars
held on those days with no
climbing activity. Climbers
arrive prepared with reports on
subjects previously assigned to
them, make their presentations
after which the reports are
discussed by the participating
university students. In the
mountaineering events, the
Olympic flag is hoisted each
time they reach a summit.

Venezuela

The Venezuela Olympic
Academy has over the last
years developed a series of
actions focused on Olympic
education and the Olympic
Movement’s impact, principles
and philosophy.

These activities included
the 7th annual Session of the
National Olympic Academy,
held from October 7 to 9,

2015, in the presence of two
distinguished guests, Pere Mir6é
(Director of Olympic Solidarity)
and Alejandro Blanco (President
of the Spanish Olympic
Committee).

The Olympic Games in Rio de Janeiro provided op-
portunities for IOAPA members to contribute to the
Games in various ways. This included conducting and
presenting academic research on Olympic Studies.

The passing of former
President of the IOA
Freddy Serpieris

The death of Freddy Serpieris, who passed
away on April 23 at the age of 78 and had
served as President of the International
Olympic Academy, is a great loss to sport
and Olympism.

He was an equestrian and became a
champion in Greece and the Balkans, and
also President of the Equestrian Committee
which came under SEGAS (Hellenic
Association of Amateur Athletics). He
subsequently became the first President of
the Equestrian Federation when the sport
was separated from SEGAS and became an
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independent Federation.

He was Treasurer and President (1984)
of SEGAS as well as Deputy President of
the International Federation for Equestrian
sports, also providing important services
to the Olympic Movement, both within the
Hellenic Olympic Committee of which he
was a member for a number of years and
within the 10A, of which he performed the
duties of President with great success from
1993 to 10 1996.
