ear friends,

Welcome to this double issue
of the IOA Journal.

On the other hand, inef-
fective governance shakes the public trust
in sports in general. Good governance
requires the power of ideas, a system of
values, equitable relations between civ-
il society and sports organizations and,
particularly, raising awareness in young
people with respect to values related mat-
ters — because better governance requires
good people.

This is where Olympic education
comes into play and its importance must
be highlighted. Olympic education is an
essential tool within the framework of the
Olympic Movement’s structures, consti-
tuting the main link in the relationship
between institutions and civil society.
It promotes good governance through a
process of shaping virtuous citizens, who
view good and virtuous behavior as an
ideal that forges a character with integrity
and defines one’s stance to life.

There were many participants and lec-
turers at our regular and extraordinary
2017 Sessions, proving once again the
multicultural nature of the International
Olympic Academy, with each person high-
lighting, from their point of view, how im-
portant it is for issues to be handled in an
ethical and consistent manner.

You can, therefore, enjoy the contents
of this double issue, in the certainty that
you will once again realize the key role
played by the IOA in the Olympic Move-
ment. — 0

On June 17th, a low-key ceremony on the Hill of Pnyx,
which was nevertheless in line with the traditions,
philosophy and values of the Olympic spirit, marked
the opening of the proceedings of the 57th Interna-
tional Session for Young Participants.

The Session included 143 young women and men
participants from 88 countries and its main subject
was: “Governance in Sport and the Olympic Move-
ment”, while its special subject was: "Ethics, Educa-
tion and Governance in the Olympic Movement'.

During the Ceremony Mr Ser Miang Ng, Member
of the International Olympic Committee for Singa-
pore was awarded the honorary distinction “Olympia”
and the National Olympic Academy of the Republic of
Korea was awarded the honorary distinction “Athena”.
Mr Gordon Tang also received the honorary distinc-
tion “Athlon Megalis Choregias” for his support of the
I0A’s work.

The good wishes of the President of the Inter-
national Olympic Committee Thomas Bach for the
proceedings of the 57th Session were conveyed by
IOC honorary member Lambis Nikolaou, who said:
"Through Olympic Agenda 2020, its strategic roadm-
ap for its future, the Olympic Movement, is address-
ing these expectations from society.

The reforms of Olympic Agenda 2020 focus on
three main pillars: sustainability, credibility and
youth. The last two pillars are the most relevant to
our presence here. For any sport organisation, credi-
bility starts with living up to the standards we set for
others. If we expect ethical behaviour on the field of
play, we must demonstrate ethical behaviour in our
activities.

Let us therefore be inspired by this site and con-
template the place and landscape, which through its
silence teaches the centuries-old value of democracy,
good order and virtue. From the bottom of my heart, I
wish you a very pleasant stay in Athens and in Olym-
pia and I am certain that your participation in this
Session will shed light on the many facets of enquiry
into good governance in the Olympic Movement."

The President of the Hellenic Olympic Commit-
tee, Spyros Capralos, also addressed the participants
and he pointed out: "Dear participants, you have an
excellent opportunity to commence, right here, from
Greece and the International Olympic Academy, a uni-
versal dialogue about ethics, education and good gov-
ernance in the Olympic Movement. The eminent pro-
fessors who will be with you for the next two weeks
will provide you with a fully-fledged framework from
which to start off your discussions and kindle your
creative thinking.

Next to Altis, in the International Olympic Academy,
in Ancient Olympia, the 57th International Session
for Young Participants took place from the 17th of
June to the 1st of July 2017.

analyzed.

In an environment brightened with the Olympic
values of respect and friendship, the participation of
the delegates in the discussion groups, laid the foun-
dation for the acquisition of specialized knowledge
and the development of skills.

During the Session, the respective delegates had

The concept of Governance in Sport and, by extension, in the structures of the Olympic Movement
has been the subject discussed in all IOA Sessions during 2017. From the Session of the National
Olympic Academies to the 57th Session for Young Participants and even the Postgraduate Olympic
Seminar in September, this particular issue was analysed at great length in parallel with the subject
of how Olympic Education contributes to shaping “Good Governance” in the field of the Olympic
Movement’s institutions.

This was an issue examined in depth by the young people who participated in the Session for
Young Participants, as well as the lecturers, and below we have provided some of their positions.

All four of the following texts are segments of complete talks given as part of the 57th Session for
Young Participants in Ancient Olympia, which took place from June 17 to July 1, 2017.

With regard to the Olympic Movement and sports
bodies, the term governance refers to the insti-
tutional framework of their operation, how they
are constructed and which values they promote.
In addition, it means that all these organisations
are governed by sports principles. Behind every
Movement are its ideas and behind the Olympic
Movement are the ideas of lasting peace, democ-
racy, freedom, equality, respect for diversity, fair
play...

When we refer to the governance of sport from
the perspective of citizens, then we mean the role
of the sports community of citizens through the
associations and Federations, how the various
sports organizations communicate and their rela-
tionship with sports bodies.

The relationships of the bodies (e.g. I0C)
with the sports community is a challenging and
thought-provoking subject. We must seek to cre-
ate mechanisms and platforms that make the
relationship horizontal and not vertical; in addi-
tion, to investigate how it is possible through this
relationship to cultivate the universal principles
referred to above.

The IOC as a soft power has to be aligned to
and coordinate the sports bodies and the sports
community since the Olympic philosophy in-
spires and does not impose its values.

Sound governance needs the power of ideas,
a system of values, honourable relationships be-
tween civil society and sports organizations and,
above all, young people’s awareness of value-relat-
ed issues because a better governance needs good
people.

Restoring Sport Integrity: Some conceptual engineering

Despite gaining common currency in sports
journalism in recent years, the term sport integ-
rity is in its infancy. It is no surprise then that it
seems to mean all things to all people. Moreo-
ver, the very notion of restoring sport integrity
presupposes that there was a time when sport
had integrity. There is only one serious review of
literature on integrity in sport, but it is besieged
by some conceptual problems. Treagus, Cover,
and Beasley (2011) catalogue a range values that
they see as constitutive of the concept. Their list
includes, however, actions and issues as diverse
as doping and recreational drug use, fraud, il-
legal gambling, match fixing, racism, sexism,
violence, and unethical practices surrounding

This
kind of conceptual inflation is not helpful to ad-
ministrators attempting to gain a clear focus on
specific objects of concern, though it does give
an indication of the variety of ethical problems
facing sports. What is problematic here is a con-
ceptual issue: the many senses of integrity are
conflated, from personal integrity to moral in-
tegrity and beyond.

One of the difficulties for scholars, adminis-
trators, and policy makers is the sheer variety of
ways in which the concept of integrity has been
employed. At one level, it is taken to represent
the most general kind of ethical approval, such
as when says of a person: “she was a politician
of unusual integrity”. At another level, it seems
applicable to any whole or ideal that may be frac-
tured in some way: “the integrity of my comput-
er hard drive has been corrupted”. It is often the
case that integrity is preceded by a modifier-usu-
ally a noun. This is the way I shall approach my
discussion of “sport integrity”. Ascertaining the
senses of integrity as applied to sports is not a
straightforward matter.

Studies reveal that the gender hierarchy in execu-
tive positions is, at least partly, caused by various
marginalization processes. Women who aspire to
key executive positions are often labeled unreli-
able leaders/coaches and excluded because the
men in charge assume that women could prior-
itize their families and/or cannot invest the time,
flexibility and energy that seem necessary in im-
portant positions. Other factors which may also
play a role are stereotypes, defense mechanisms
(for example attempts to preserve football as a
male space), discrimination processes and the re-
luctance of men to give up their posts.

However, there are also studies which indicate
that many women are not interested in getting
involved in sports organizations. The question is:
Why not? Are the incentives (for instance power)
not as attractive for women as they are for men?
Is the workload too heavy?

As a values-based organisation, the IOC has a par-
ticular obligation to set a standard of good gov-
ernance for the entire Olympic Movement.

Our Movement and sport in general have a
special place in the global political and legal envi-
ronment. The rules of sport were established and
are enforced by an autonomous sporting structure
that acts independently from any government or
legal entity.

Respect for sport’s autonomy from govern-
ment is a must. But this does not mean that sport
is beyond the law. It means that the IOC or any
other sports organisation are not supra-national
parliaments and have no remit to intervene in the
governance or legislation of sovereign nations.
They have neither the mandate nor the capabili-
ty to change the laws or the political system of a
sovereign country.

It also means that sport - i.e. each sporting or-
ganisation - must show that it is worthy of such
respect through responsible behaviour and good
governance.

Good governance is not just the right thing to
do; it is essential for the long-term viability of the
Olympic Movement.

The IOC’s responsibility in this area starts
within the IOC itself and extends to every organ-
isation within the Olympic Movement. We must
also ensure that ethical principles and good gov-
ernance are respected by sports managers, agents
and others in the athletes’ entourage.

As Thomas Bach said at the Olympic Con-
gress in Copenhagen in 2009, when he was I0C
Vice-President: “We should go a step further in or-
der to ensure that the ethical principles enshrined
in the Olympic Charter are respected by sports
organisations at all levels and that they are all
committed to the principles of good governance”.

Blending sport with culture and education can be
achieved through the Olympic education programmes
implemented by the National Olympic Academies
worldwide in cooperation with the International
Olympic Academy and the International Olympic
Committee. Within this framework, the International
Sessions for the NOAs held by the IOA have always
been considered as a significant tool in the dissemi-
nation of the Olympic values among the youth of the
contemporary society. The participants of the Session
are tasked with the responsibility of promoting the
fundamental principles and Values of Olympism in
their countries.

The current year, the 14th International Session
for Presidents or Directors of NOAs took place in An-
cient Olympia from 6 to 13 May 2017. Ninety nine
participants from 79 countries along with three ob-
servers from universities were engaged with the
works of the Session, contributing, effectively, to the
exploration of the Session’s special topic, according
to their own educational background and experience
in the Olympic context of their respective National
Olympic Academy.

This year’s special subject: “Olympic Movement:
Governance based on Olympic values” concerned dis-
cussions about the definition of good governance and
how the main Olympic values can be applied in order
to enhance and ensure better governance within the
Olympic Movement, as well as the role and mission
of the NOAs within this framework, individually or in
cooperation with their NOCs.

with the opportunity to experience values, such as
excellence, respect and friendship through a series of
workshops which brought a lot of enthusiasm to the
delegates and it was quite inspirational during the
works of the Session.

In addition to the lectures and the OVEP work-
shops, 29 short presentations were held by the NOAs
representatives. The NOAs members informed their
international colleagues of their educational activi-
ties the current year as well as their goals set for the
future. In this way, the NOAs explore new ideas and
thoughts, compare and evaluate programmes and pro-
vide motive for further action.

The role of the discussion groups, formed by the
delegates in a mixed context, was also valuable, since
it enhanced further joint dialogue, among the mem-
bers, on the concept of governance, according to the
Olympic values. The main questions raised in the
groups dealt with ways to achieve good governance
within the institutions of the Olympic Movement and
more specifically, the NOAs’ approach, either inde-
pendently or in cooperation with the NOCs, the role
of the IOC in facilitating the implementation of good
governance to the Olympic family, better understand-
ing of the context in which Olympic Values can be
applied to the promotion of good governance and the
challenges that may occur worldwide, respecting na-
tional diversities.

As a whole, the Session for National Olympic
Academies is considered to be an important tool for
the study of Olympic education, since it actually rep-
resents an international forum for discussion and ex-
ploration among its members, set in the unique envi-
ronment of Olympia. — ©

The International Olympic Academy organised once
more the International Session for Educators of High-
er Institutes of Physical Education. This interesting
and fruitful Session was organised for the twelfth
time.

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The 24th International Seminar on Olympic Studies
for Postgraduate Students took place from 1 to 30
September 2017 in Ancient Olympia, Greece. Thirty
two participants from 24 different countries and nine
lecturers, along with two guest lecturers, gathered
once again for an unforgettable journey at the birth-
place of the Olympic Games.

Starting in Athens, the participants made their way
to Olympia on a two-day trip full with excursions and
visits to the main archaeological sites of Athens and
the Peloponnese. Once in Olympia, they immediately
started the academic part of the Seminar.

Prof. Dr Nigel B. CROWTHER from Canada and
Prof. Dr Ingomar WEILER from Austria elaborated
on topics related to the ancient Olympic Games and
their philosophy, while the Honorary Dean of the In-
ternational Olympic Academy, Prof. Dr Konstantinos
GEORGIADIS from Greece, with Prof. Stephan Was-
song and Prof. Dr Karen JOISTEN from Germany ana-
lyzed topics on the modern Olympic Movement, the
revival of the Olympic Games and the history of the
modern Olympic Games.

On the third cycle of the Seminar Prof. Dr Otto
SCHANTZ from Germany and Prof. Dr Yannis
THEODORAKIS from Greece shared their knowledge
on Olympic education and socio-political aspects of
the modern Olympic Games (media and communica-
tion, management, organisation and marketing).

On the fourth and last cycle of lectures Prof. Jonas
Lirio GURGEL from Brasil and Prof. Dr Dimitra
PAPADIMITRIOU from Greece gave lectures on the
ethical and philosophical issues of Olympism as well as
the athletes’ rights in the modern Olympic Movement.

An average day of the Seminar, apart from the lec-
tures, included brief presentations of the participants’
papers in the morning, discussion groups and sport
activities in the afternoon and the cultural part of the
Seminar with presentations of different countries in
the evening, followed by small parties until midnight.

Every participant had to present his/her paper
to the whole group and discuss the topic with their
classmates and professors. What is more, every single
participant presented their own country to the group,
which automatically brought the participants closer
to each other and gave them a different perspective of
how things work in different parts of the world.

The sports activities included among other, foot-
ball, basketball and volleyball games, table tennis and
tennis, as well Kick Boxing and Tai Chi lessons, com-
bined with regular core workouts.

With the valuable help of the Coordinator the par-
ticipants visited different parts of the Peloponnese
with two-day trips to Zakynthos island and Neda wa-
terfalls, and a weekend excursion to Kalamata, getting
the chance to see different beautiful parts of Greece.

The group of participants of the 24th International

The Master’s Degree Programme in “Olympic Studies,
Olympic Education, Organization and Management of
Olympic Events” is now in its ninth year of operation
and 247 students from 89 countries have already com-
pleted the Programme. Twenty-six of those students
from twenty-two countries completed the courses of
the eighth year on June 18, 2017 and were present at
the Opening Ceremony for the IOA’s 57th Internation-
al Session for Young Participants.

The benefits of the collaboration between the Uni-
versity of Peloponnese and the International Olympic
Academy for students since the implementation of this
Programme are manifold. Students have the opportu-
nity to follow a modern curriculum, which is flexible
and based on current international developments and
their own needs. Professors, researchers and lecturers
from around the world, experts in issues of the Olym-
pic Games initiate students in the transition from
educational theory to practice. And this takes place
as students immediately learn about the latest devel-
opments directly from the international Centres, the
Centres for Olympic Studies, the International Olym-
pic Committee and the Olympic Museums.

At the same time, students follow and participate
in major IOA activities, including the 14th Session for
National Olympic Academies and the 12th Interna-
tional Session for Educators of Higher Institutes of
Physical Education. At these Sessions students par-
ticipated with presentations on their studies and had

fessionals of the field and to form positions on con-
temporary issues, by discussing them in the relevant
working groups.

Students, who then returned to their countries in
order to complete the third semester of their studies,
are thus offered the opportunity to make use of the
aforementioned stimuli to prepare their master's the-
sis; and then to function as ambassadors of the Inter-
national Olympic Academy in the international Olym-
pic and sporting network.

On September 18, 2017, 32 additional students for
the 2017-2018 academic year of the Post-Graduate
Master’s Degree (ninth year of operation) commenced
lessons in Olympia.

We would like in particular to express our grati-
tude to the International Olympic Committee (Olym-
pic Solidarity) and the Hellenic Olympic Committee
for the opportunity they offer these fellows to learn
about contemporary Olympic reality and to transmit
the values of Olympism in their country.

This is a very promising group of students from 21
countries, who on October 24th attended the Olympic
Flame Lighting Ceremony for the PyeongChang 2018
Winter Olympic Games in the presence of Prokopis
Pavlopoulos, President of the Hellenic Republic;

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The higher aim of the endeavor is the creation of
an international network of young people, ambassa-
dors for the Olympic Truce, who, upon return to their
homelands will work for the promotion of the Olym-
pic Values of mutual understanding and respect for
diversity in local communities. In the course of the
week, the participants examined the significance of
the Olympic Ideals (Excellence, Friendship, Respect,
Equality and Parity), the connection between sport
with peace and development as well as the ways for
the meaning and the extensions of the Olympic Truce
to constitute a part of our daily lives.

The promotion of the Olympic values at the Im-
agine Peace Youth Camp, was realized through in-
teractive workshops, sporting activities throughout
the duration of the Camp, which were conducted by
distinguished educators drawing on a wide range of
teaching experience and training in all types of les-
sons for different age groups; it also involved trainers
active in many European programmes and volunteer
work, the participation of Greeks and foreign Olympic
champions throughout the duration of the Camp. The
participants, via experiential learning techniques ex-
changed views, shared experiences and got to know
more of the culture and customs of peoples with
whom the majority had come into contact for the first
time.

The opportunity given to the participants to ap-
proach and get to know other cultures and religions,
to live alongside individuals from a different back-
ground, with other ideologies and convictions, taught
them the meaning of diversity, of the “distinct” and
“unique” elements that all people and peoples have.
And through these differences they became aware of
how we share common concerns and a “will” for a bet-
ter and peaceful world. These young people, having
now returned to their homelands, are equipped with
the knowledge needed to take a leading role at a lo-
cal level regarding the promotion of Olympic Ideal.
The IOTC maintains in contact with them, with a view
to developing an interactive relationship for the ex-
change of ideas and good practices for the promotion
of the Truce ideals.

The 3rd Imagine Peace Youth Camp received par-
ticularly positive evaluations from all the participants,
while confirming once again that the new generation
has much to learn but, above all, much to offer. The
team spirit, resourcefulness, passion, cooperation and
devotion shown throughout the period of the Camp
constitute the strength of these young people for the
building of a society standing against discriminations
and futile opposition and directed instead towards a
functional co-existence. — ©

Every two years, billions of people around the globe
are attracted to television broadcasts on either the
Summer or Winter Olympic Games.

The biggest sports event of our times, founded by
Pierre de Coubertin (1863-1937), also poses enormous
challenges, but also provides equally great chances
for the respective host city concerning the promotion
of cultural and educational aspects.

Although the term “Olympic pedagogy” goes back
to Pierre de Coubertin, Norbert Miiller was the first to
use and shape the term “Olympic Education™ in 1975,
which was then introduced into sport pedagogy and
Olympic research.

Since Montreal 1976, the educational mission of
Olympism (as a collective term for “Olympic ideals/
values/principles”, and in recent times “Olympic
Movement”) has, among other activities, been large-
ly implemented through Olympic Education Pro-
grammes of Olympic Games Organizing Committees.

Although not explicitly demanded in the Olympic
Charter, there was no denying that the applicant city
could earn bonus points in the Olympic bid by offer-
ing an attractive Education Programme.

Finally, in December 2014, the IOC, committed to
the educational mission of the Olympic Movement
and willing to meet the future challenges between
Olympism and commerce, including a courageous
fight for a clean sport, launched its Agenda 2020.

In order to “keep Olympism alive 365 days a year”,
disseminating an Olympic values-based education?
became one of the key initiatives.

While Olympic Education Programmes were hard-
ly featured in the literature until the mid-1970s or
even later, Olympic cities had already been taking
initiatives aimed at enabling young people to partici-
pate in this major sports event in their country and to
derive educational benefits from it. The main element
of these initiatives was the Olympic Youth Camp. Var-
ious activities by the host cities of Tokyo 1964 and
Munich 1972 also stand out as examples.

Starting in 1976, host cities of the Olympic Games
began organising larger, in many cases also na-
tion-wide campaigns in order to call attention to the
largest sporting event in their country, to raise aware-
ness for the Olympic Movement among the youth,
and to inspire them to get into sports.

It seems that the drive of the Organizing Com-
mittee of Olympic Games to earn the accolade of the
“Best Games Ever” applies to the Olympic Educa-
tion Programmes as well: one host tries to outdo the
other by developing a more comprehensive, lavish,
methodologically diverse and innovative education
programme than the previous one. The programme
designers, most of whom were themselves educators,
evidently also felt the fascination of achievement and
striving for top performances.

As a result, more comprehensive Educational Pro-
grammes have been developed over the last three
decades. These are increasingly being designed with
visual impact in mind; the aim is to integrate a broad
range of media (CDs, videos, films, poster series, etc.)
and achieve not only regional but national and most
recently even international distribution of the materi-
al (in some cases aspiring to “blanket coverage”).

Starting with Sydney 2000, special websites on
this topic have emerged, providing information on
the programme to interested parties all over the world
and recently even offering downloads of the entire
programme.

Normally, the programmes that are available as
print media are accompanied by a comprehensive ac-
tion programme in the respective country, sometimes

involving additional countries, too. Many host cities
included training opportunities for teachers in their
programme as a matter of course.

A detailed comparison of 21 analysed programmes
of 16 past Olympic Games (approx. 5,700 pages) by
the author highlights manifold similarities as well as
differences.?

While the programmes were found to be similar
in many respects, such as in terms of objectives, tar-
get groups, content and methodical implementation,
a very different picture emerged with regard to the
communication of Olympic Values. In the majority
of Olympic Education Programmes run by Olym-
pic Games hosts, for instance, the communication
of Olympic knowledge prevails over the imparting
of Olympic Values. More than two thirds of all pro-
grammes in this category offer texts, exercises and
activities that address all seven values of an Olympic
Education. In just seven of the programmes analysed
was any shortfall identified in the representation of
individual values. It was notable that, in most Educa-
tion Programmes, more is written concerning sport
than opportunities are offered to experience sport for
oneself. Often, these even come last in the frequency
scale of Olympic Values. To date, school sports, trum-
peted as the ‘core subject of Olympic Education’, have
thus had only limited impact in implementing these
values effectively.

It would lead too far to list every single progress
made from programme to programme, or document
each merit achieved by the Organizing Committee in
the field of education. Therefore, the milestones in
this development shall be shown in a timeline (see
page 41).

As a turning point in the development of Olympic
Education Programmes by OCOGs, the programmes

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for London 2012 can be considered. For the first time
in history integrated programmes promoting learn-
ing about both the Olympic and Paralympic Games
and Values were introduced. In addition to their glob-
al approach the organisers of London 2012 left not
only a rich legacy in terms of Education Programmes,
they also set the goals high for future applicants and
hosts of the Olympic Games.

With a 10 month to go until the Olympic Winter
Games in PyeongChang 2018, the excitement for the
Games rises, making this topic attractive for schools
once again. In this respect, we are eagerly anticipat-
ing which innovations the Korean organisers will of-
fer in the field of education.

As the results of the long-term research by the
author confirm, Olympic Education is a battle worth
fighting for: neither is Olympic Education a “world
improvement pedagogy”, nor will the world recov-
er solely by the Olympic Values®. Nonetheless, it can
provide an important contribution to values educa-
tion and, thus, to the personal development of the
young generation.

Furthermore, as the International Inspiration Pro-
gramme, initiated for London 2012, demonstrates,
Olympic Education can contribute to a healthier life-
style and to building a more peaceful and better world;

With sixty-five percent of Korean 25-34 year olds hav-
ing attained tertiary education (OCED: 2010) and over
97 percent of that same group finishing at least upper
secondary education, it is not unreasonable to state
there is a premium placed on education in the Repub-
lic of Korea. By both measures, Korea ranks number
one among OCED countries. While these numbers
look incredible, they have come with a cost. It is not
uncommon to see high school students studying 10 —
12 hours a day all vying for the limited spots in top
Korean universities. There is a culture of competitive-
ness that manifests itself from a young age and many
have criticized the pressure that Korean parents put
on their children to succeed.

It is in this context that the PyeongChang Organiz-
ing Committee for the 2018 Olympic and Paralympic
Winter Games has found ways to engage the youth of
South Korea in both a dynamic and innovative way,
while at the same time conforms to parent and teach-

er expectations. From the very beginning it was the
aim of POCOG to focus on educating the youth on
three important topics: Olympic & Paralympic Winter
Sports, Olympic & Paralympic Values and Olympic
Truce, with the shared goal of inspiring the youth to
take an active role in the 23rd Olympic Winter Games.
We knew from the outset that we had set high stand-
ards and that this would not be an easy task, and as
POCOG’s Education team was first formed in July
2015 we quickly identified several critical barriers
that needed to be addressed for our programme to
succeed.

School Visits and Breaking Barriers

With the competitive nature of the Korean Education
system it was nearly impossible for POCOG to vis-
it schools, especially at the middle and high schools
level which were our main target audience. Schools
were not willing to give up valuable time, which
could be used to teach their students for the univer-
sity entrance exam, to the Olympic Movement, which
they perceived as playing sport and not having a pos-
itive impact on their future. This last sentence was
the core issue we needed to overcome, the perception
that sport has no benefits. In order to break this mis-
conception we decided to focus our School Visit Pro-
gramme not on sports, but the sports industry. Our
programme was designed to give an opportunity for
students to meet first hand POCOG employees and ex-
perience how they too can work in the sports indus-
try. More importantly we wanted to break the barrier
that the sports industry was not just for athletes and
coaches, but was open to a wide field of careers such
as lawyers, accountants, and even graphic designers.
We developed a mentoring programme where volun-
teers within POCOG would visit schools and share

While not an instant success, our programme
ticked all the right boxes. Teachers and parents were
satisfied as they saw it as a great opportunity for their
children to learn about an industry they knew very
little about. It also covered POCOG’s goal of directly
reaching out to the youth and inspiring them to be a
part of the Olympic Movement.

In 2015, POCOG started off with visiting only 16
schools, this grew to 69 schools in 2016 and through
word of mouth and a testament to the success of this
programme, over 450 schools have applied for our
School Visit Programme in 2017.

Online Education and leaving a Legacy

Another barrier we faced with promoting the Winter
Olympic Games in Korea was that not many people
knew winter sports. While South Korea was a tradi-
tional powerhouse in Short Track Speed Skating, and
Yuna Kim helped promote Figure Skating, not many
people knew about the other 13 winter Olympic
sports. How would the general public be able to relate
to the Games, if they knew nothing about the sports?
It was imperative that we educate the general public
on the history, field of play, equipment and scoring

+ 10-hour online course on Olympic and Paralym-
pic Winter Sports, once completed the students
would truly become an expert in the Olympic and
Paralympic Winter Games.

POCOG has already signed a MOU with the Korean
Ministry of Education to promote our web portal at
a national level and has started to run training sem-
inars for teachers, so that they can better utilize this
important asset.

With our neighbor, Beijing 2022, hosting the next
Winter Olympic Games, our educational web portal
will be the legacy we leave behind so that a new gen-
eration of Koreans will be able to enjoy the Olympic
and Paralympic Winter Games and create a “New Ho-

The role of the Tokyo Organiz-
ing Committee of the Olympic and
Paralympic Games

This paper, explains the current position
of the education programmes for the To-
kyo 2020 Olympic and Paralympic Games.
The Tokyo Organizing Committee of the
Olympic and Paralympic Games (TOCOG)
was established in January 2014 and with
the following main concepts; Achieving
Personal Best, Unity in Diversity and Con-
necting to Tomorrow. Every aspect of the
Games would be planned and prepared
based on these concepts. The official ed-
ucation programme of the Tokyo Organ-
izing Committee is to be implemented for
the Games and beyond. In particular, the
educational programmes are related to the
concept of “Unity in Diversity”.

The meaning of this concept is “Ac-
cepting and respecting differences in race,
colour, gender, sexual orientation, lan-
guage, religion, political or other opinion,
national or social origin, property, birth,
level of ability or other status allows
peace to be maintained and society to con-
tinue to develop and flourish. The Tokyo
2020 Games will foster a welcoming en-
vironment and raise awareness of unity
in diversity among citizens of the world.”

The Tokyo Organizing Commit-
tee named the official educational pro-
gramme, “Yo-u-i-DON!”. It means “Ready
Go” in Japanese. As London 2012’s pro-
gramme was “Get Set”, and Rio 2016’s was
“Transforma”, Tokyo 2020’s systematic ed-
ucational programme is implemented un-
der a symbolic name also. The Organizing
Committee recognizes this local education
programme as an official Olympic and
Paralympic education curriculum.

The key stakeholders are the Tokyo
Organizing Committee, Japan Sport Agen-
cy, Tokyo Metropolitan Government,
Japanese Olympic Committee, Japanese
Paralympic Committee, and associated
sponsors. Making use of each stakehold-
er’s strength various programmes have
been undertaken not only in the host city
but also nationwide.

The Tokyo Metropolitan Government

For the practice and teaching of Olympic
Education and Paralympic Education, the
Tokyo Metropolitan Government devised a
framework containing four themes and four
actions. The themes include Ideals of Olym-
pics and Paralympics, Sport, Culture and
Environment. The associated actions are
learning, watching, doing and supporting.

If a school selects the theme, ‘Ideals of
Olympics and Paralympics’, and the action
of ‘learning’, for instance, a lecture on the
history of the Olympic Movement would
be a suitable outcome. From the spring
of 2016, all schools in Tokyo, about 2,300
public schools, began educational activities
related to the Olympics and Paralympics in
classes and extracurricular activities.

For help in devising programmes, the
Tokyo Metropolitan Government provides
a website for schoolteachers. The web-
site contains ideas for educational pro-
grammes and reports of other schools’ ac-
tivities. (https://www.o.p.edu.metro.tokyo.jp)

In addition, the Tokyo Metropolitan
Government published original textbooks
for spreading Olympic and Paralympic ed-
ucation. The levels are separated for ele-

mentary schools, junior high schools and
high schools. They include information on
the Olympic Games, the ideals and histo-
ry of the Olympic Movement, Japanese
culture and technology for welcoming
foreign guests. These textbooks were de-
livered to students at all of the schools in
Tokyo.

Furthermore, five videos containing
various material were delivered to each
school. The board of education of the To-
kyo Metropolitan Government supports
each school with educational materials
and an online platform.

The Japan Sport Agency

The national project of spreading the Olym-
pic and Paralympic Movement throughout
Japan focused initially on Miyagi, Kyoto
and Fukuoka prefectures, and since 2015
the Olympic and Paralympic education
programme has been initiated nationwide.
The five pillars of the project are:

+ To promote the educational values of
Olympism.

» Totrain volunteers who embody Japan’s
spirit of hospitality ‘OMOTENASHI’
for the 2020 Games.

+ To raise awareness about the Paralym-
pics and sports for people with a dis-
ability.

+ To raise awareness of Japanese culture
and distinct regional cultures, as well
as advance intercultural and interna-
tional understanding through sports.

+ To spread the enjoyment of sports.

These pillars take into consideration the
I0C’s Olympic Values Education Pro-
gramme and the current Japanese educa-
tion system.

A total of seventy-one pilot schools
were selected for an initial pilot project.
The institutions included kindergartens,

elementary schools, junior high schools,
high schools, universities and special
needs education schools.

Seminars were held for the pilot school
teachers and educators recommending
how to promote Olympic and Paralympic
Education. Through understanding of the
theory and practical examples, teachers at
pilot schools were able to promote the var-
ious activities. Later, meetings were held
for sharing the programme’s progress,
achievements and evaluation. The areas
and number of schools will be increased
year by year.

This project targeted not only schools
but also the general public. In the three
prefectures, public forums were held for
promoting the Olympic and Paralympic
Movement. Although the host city is To-
kyo, forum participants discussed how to
welcome and contribute to the Games, or,
how to utilize the existence of the Games
as an opportunity for local society.

For example, the forum held in Miya-
gi prefecture considered the topic of the
2020 Games for developing disaster recov-
ery from the Great East Japan Earthquake
and tsunami in 2011. The various roles of
sport were considered within local context
and viewpoints.

Kyoto prefecture held a forum focusing
on the topic of Japanese traditional culture
and the Olympic and Paralympic Games.
High school students created a tradition-
al Japanese poem based on the theme of
sport and physical activity. Fukuoka pre-
fecture is one of many sport-orientated
prefectures in Japan. A forum there dis-
cussed how sport unites people, particu-
larly the young and senior generations as
well as schools and regions.

With a focus on specific topics in each
prefecture, the Olympic and Paralympic
Movement is promoted to the general
public throughout Japan.

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Role of the Centre for Olympic Re-
search and Education (CORE) at the
University of Tsukuba

The Centre for Olympic Research and Edu-
cation at the University of Tsukuba is the
only Olympic Studies Centre of the host
country Japan.

The primary role of CORE is to encour-
age coordination and cooperation between
the Tokyo Organizing Committee and
key stakeholders. Various initiatives have
been undertaken in Olympic and Paralym-
pic education towards 2020. CORE’s di-
rector, Professor Sanada is a member of
the Culture and Education Commission
of the Tokyo Organizing Committee and
chairman of the Expert Committee for Ed-
ucational Programmes of the Tokyo Met-
ropolitan Government and Japan Sports
Agency. Therefore, the efforts of CORE fo-
cus on trying to unite these initiatives via
cooperation and create programmes that
are more meaningful.

The next role is to spread the Olympic
Movement nationwide in collaboration
with the Japan Sport Agency. Local govern-
ments are interested in hosting training
camps and the promotion of sightseeing
among non-Japanese visitors. In addition,
CORE aims to facilitate the relationship
between Olympic and Paralympic educa-
tion and society through the creation of a
training camp for members of the public.

The third role is to encourage school-
teachers. Schoolteachers are normally
very busy and over work is a big social is-
sue in Japan. CORE has held seminars for
educators and suggested relevant materi-
als based on advanced foreign examples
and the practices of the eleven schools
attached to the University of Tsukuba.
Our annual report “Journal of the Olympic
Education” has been published every year
and uploaded on the CORE website.

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It is well known that every city set to host an edi-
tion of the Summer or Winter Olympic Games is also
committed to developing an Olympic Education Pro-
gramme. Concerning Rio 2016 Games, however, this
commitment had to be different. For the first time in
history, South America hosted a summer edition of
the largest sporting event in the world and this fact
brought up expectations of innovative approaches.

Facing such a challenge, the Education team of the
Rio 2016 Games Organising Committee understood
that it would be necessary to expand the educational
impact of the Games beyond the borders of the Olym-
pic City in order to benefit teachers and pupils from
schools all across Brazil. So far, behind the idea of a
new territory for the Olympics came the proposal of
the transforming power of the Olympic Movement in
favour of human development from nationwide per-
spectives.

According to this new design, four premises were
defined to guide the entire conception, validation and
expansion process of the Education Programme of
the Rio 2016 Games: (1) to provide an all-nation pro-
gramme, (2) to develop a programme that would be
relevant to primary and secondary education schools
in Brazil, (3) to strengthen the programme as an edu-
cational legacy of the Games for Brazil, and (4) to use
the programme as an important tool to get the whole
society engaged in the Games.

With these principles thoroughly internalised by
the leadership of the Organising Committee, the Ed-
ucation team had the green light to dive into the ex-
perience of previous Olympic Education Programmes
and search for inspirational practices that could be
adapted to the reality of schools in Brazil. Context is
welcome at this point: 89% of the Brazilian primary
and secondary educational systems are public and
free. This network encompasses 190,000 schools, 50
million pupils and more than 2.4 million teachers.
Across the actual dimensions of these figures, one of-
ten verifies profound inequalities and different reali-
ties in terms of the practice of physical activities and
the professional training of teachers.

Back in 2013, a group of physical education teach-
ers and pedagogical coordinators from 15 public
schools from different regions and social realities of
the city of Rio de Janeiro was invited to participate
in the conception of the Education Programme of the
Rio 2016 Olympic and Paralympic Games. Inspired by

ues Education Programme), previously proposed by
the IOC and under the technical guidance of the Ed-
ucation team of the Rio 2016 Committee, that group
elaborated a document called Pedagogical Strategy,
which served as foundation for Transforma.

Transforma was the Education Programme of the
Rio 2016 Games. It stimulated pupils and teachers to
experience the Olympic and Paralympic values, to ex-
pand their sports menu to have an active and healthy
life, and to engage in the Rio 2016 Games. To achieve
that, Transforma offered training courses for teachers,
provided virtual pedagogical materials for classes,
and promoted nationwide challenges between schools
to mobilise their communities around themes and
milestones of the Olympic Games and of the Olympic
Movement.

The Rio 2016 Committee established a technical
partnership with the Brazilian Ministry of Education
to amplify Transforma with the help of a distance ed-
ucation platform available to all schools that wanted
to bring the Rio 2016 Games into their classrooms. It
was the Rio 2016 Committee’s responsibility to offer
free courses and pedagogical material in digital for-
mat to physical education teachers and to teachers of
other disciplines. Thus, teachers were able to work on
topics connected with the Olympic Movement, mak-
ing their classes more interesting for pupils.

A mobilisation strategy to have more schools
join Transforma consisted in the use of social media
as communication and marketing tools to spread
life stories of athletes who experience the values of
Olympism and cherish sport in the phase of body ed-
ucation. The programme sought to stimulate teachers
and students in leading positions to bring the largest
sporting event in the world into their schools. Even
if students could not participate as spectators of the
event for geographical or financial reasons, the teach-
ers trained by Transforma were able to develop activ-
ities with the Olympic values and sports, engaging
their students in the magic of the Olympic Movement
before, during and even after the Games.

In another noteworthy action, Transforma appoint-
ed 240 teachers and students taking part in the pro-
gramme all across Brazil to be Olympic torchbearers.

The key factors for Transforma to contribute effec-
tively — as seen in a preliminary impact evaluation! — to
the power of the Olympic Movement reaching 16,000
schools with more than nine million pupils in all 27
Brazilian states were: the definition of clear premises
and of a consistent pedagogical strategy developed by

those who would in fact be the users of the programme’s
tools and of a simple, but innovative manner of commu-
nicating and captivating teachers to have them engage
with the programme and be responsible for taking the
Olympic Games into their schools.

In addition to expanding the borders of Transforma
throughout Brazil, the Education team took the initi-
ative to translate all pedagogical material and online
courses into English and Spanish, so that teachers in
other countries could bring the Olympic Games into
their schools as well.

The Transforma Connection, a virtual exchange pro-
ject with secondary education schools in Brazil and 17
other countries, brought closure to the programme in
a memorable fashion: a true celebration of the union
of peoples. Inspired by Olympism, young pupils took
up the commitment to transforming the world, just as
Pierre de Coubertin had dreamt one day.

As a popularisation strategy of Olympic Education
in schools of Brazil and the world, it is possible to say
that Transforma did not come to an end with the Rio
2016 Games: it lives as a real inspiration for future
initiatives that ought to keep the flame of the Olym-
pic educational legacy lit wherever the Games go, fol-
lowing several Recommendations of Olympic Agenda
2020, published by the IOC at the end of 2014. — ©

The introduction of Olympic Education
into the Greek education system was one
of the greatest short-term educational
challenges that promoted the establish-
ment of Olympic culture and the devel-
opment of a positive attitude towards
the 2004 Olympics. Its inclusion into the
framework of sports and physical educa-
tion practices also paved the way for dis-
cussions, studies, research, and debates
over a new scientific discipline, which
left the educational community feeling
uneasy at first, attempting to interpret it
through ethnocentric and idealistic ap-
proaches later, as an element of national
superiority, and as an effective tool for
providing students moral education.

In Greece, as in other countries,
Olympic Education has been used as
an educational tool to raise awareness
among young people on the values code
of Olympism and the development of an
open society and a representative citizens’
democracy;, in line with the debate against
professional sports, including the Olym-
pics, and has identified itself as an educa-
tionally innovative programme that com-
bines physical activity and mental culture.

The introduction of Olympic Educa-
tion into the educational system tempo-
rarily changed the subject map of educa-
tion and enriched it with the Olympics’

current ideological references. According
to the official opinion of the Greek Min-
istry of Education, Olympic Education
aimed at “developing behavior patterns
among young people, in line with the
timeless Olympic values, taking into ac-
count the elements of modern culture and
the needs of contemporary society”, by
bringing together “the historical past and
modern educational and cultural values”.

Its introduction and integration
into the Greek educational system was fa-
vored by the educational reform that had
taken place in Greece, particularly since
the early ‘90s, as part of a number of pol-
icies that promoted the European and in-
ternational aspect of education, in relation
to the implementation of pilot school and
all-day school projects, the introduction
of new curricula, flexible zone projects,
interdisciplinarity and student-focused
teaching methods. Olympic Education
was initially launched on a limited, pilot
basis, in certain Elementary Schools, as a
result of the cooperation of the Pedagogi-
cal Institute and the Foundation for Olym-
pic and Sports Education. Then, it expand-
ed to more schools, and was afterwards
sponsored by the Ministry of Education in
partnership with “Athens 2004” Olympic
Games Organising Committee.

The Programme was implemented na-
tionwide, was integrated into the overall
organization and administration of the
Greek educational system and was sup-
ported by the state, thus demonstrating
the importance of this effort. To meet the
requirements of the Programme, the gov-
ernment adopted relevant laws, appointed
a Deputy Minister for Olympic Education
and established an Olympic Education of-
fice under the Ministry of Education, ap-
pointing PE teachers as heads of that of-

fice. They also hired and trained 2,000 PE
teachers and published teaching material
for preschool and higher grade teachers
and students, and for students with spe-
cial needs; later, Olympic Education was
included in the new curricula related to
Programmes for Planning and Develop-
ing Interdisciplinary Activities. The Pro-
gramme was implemented in every el-
ementary and high school in Greece and
abroad, in private and special schools,
in technical schools and, as an optional
course, in PE and Sports Science universi-
ty departments.

Overall research on Olympic Education
in Greece has shown that the Olympic
Games of 2004 have been highly influen-
tial in the development and implemen-
tation of this programme. Nevertheless,
despite voices from the PE community,
which supported its necessity in educa-
tion, Olympic Education faded away with
the Olympic Games of Athens. After the
Olympics, the Programme was replaced
for two years by the “Kallipateira” educa-
tion project, which was developed to pro-
mote equality in society and help address
xenophobia and racism.

Olympic Education in Greece proved
to be a pioneering, innovative programme
or course, or whatever anyone may call it,
which gave new impetus to the asphyxi-
ating, knowledge-centered frame of the
Greek school system. It was greeted with
a positive attitude by the broader educa-
tional community, and this is not to be
ignored. However, we will never know for
sure whether this subject had an actual in-
fluence and impact on students’ lives, the
potential quality and endurance of that
impact, and whether that impact can actu-
ally be evaluated and quantified.

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In terms of morphology, research ar-
gues that Olympic Education is a peculiar
scientific field; it is not limited to Physical
Education, but it rather uses PE and con-
nects with it; it does not belong to any sci-
entific field in Social and Human Science,
but rather incorporates different elements
thereof; meanwhile, it identifies itself as
an “educational process” to educate young
people and address sports-related moral
and social issues; it serves as a new Olym-
pic utopia which is welcomed by most
countries as part of the Olympic Games
and beyond.

In fact, Olympic Education could be
perceived as an educational and political
tool of the International Olympic Com-
mittee, the Organizing Committees for
Olympic Games, and bodies of the broader
Olympic Movement to create a positive
attitude among the public in countries
that host the Olympic Games, and the
global community in general, to help res-
cue and strengthen the institution of the
Olympic Games, which might be possibly
threatened by indifference, scandals, gi-
gantism, doping and professionalism. In
this context, one may ask to what extent
the IOC, itself also suffering from periods
of crisis, is associated to the values it aims
to promote through Olympic Education.

But despite contradictions and ambi-
guities marking the Olympic Movement,
we cannot but acknowledge that Olym-
pic Education has spread worldwide, as
demonstrated by relevant educational
programmes launched in several coun-
tries. To that end, over the last years, of-
ficers from the Olympic Movement and PE
academics have started developing an in-
ternational debate over the value of Olym-
pic Education, to determine its identity,
teaching methods, broader educational
and theoretical context, and value content.
This indicates both that Olympic Educa-
tion has been accepted as an educational
institution, and that it is an open, current-
ly developing scientific field. —

The collaboration of Stoiximan with the International
Olympic Academy is in its second year because we
believe in its vision and mission and we wish to con-
tribute to its valuable work, over the past 56 years, to
communicate with consistency and broaden the con-
tribution of Olympism to mankind.

Without a doubt, Olympism spoke of something
more than a preparation procedures aimed at achiev-
ing victory. It spoke of the right of everyone to Sport
and the educational value it brings to the hearts of
people all over the world.

The challenge being met by the Olympic Move-
ment is highly significant and is, put simply, to re-
mind us of the importance and necessity of peace,
love, unity and equality in every aspect of human ac-
tion and thought.

aims that the Olympic Spirit owes its birth, of which
Greece happened to be the first representative.

However, one could say that the timeless and al-
ways topical striving of the “Olympic Humanist”,
Pierre de Coubertin, over the years for a living form of
the principles of Olympism would seem to require the
participation of us all.

Olympism refers to the premise that no one and
nothing surpasses or goes beyond the collective. The
symbols of the Movement speak of a cultural plu-
ralism, which indicate its many-faceted dimension
evolving into a case for lifelong learning. The Olym-
pic Games are a venture during which all those who
participate are tested: the athletes, the nations and the
spectators. Together they constitute a social structure
that participates in the encouragement of sport, in a
peaceful coming together of peoples and the creation
of a model and harmonious coexistence, developing
common and powerful ties.

It is easy for anyone to conclude that the invita-
tion for the realization of these aims is huge. But the
foundations of the edifice which is the Olympic Move-
ment dictate a common effort that encourages us to
cooperate for their fulfillment, allowing us to realize
how necessary is the creation of a global community
imbued with the philosophy of Olympism.

In the course followed by the International Olym-
pic Academy, as one of the most important and worthy
ambassadors of our country, we have seen and still
see the reflection of all those aims that are translated
into the Olympic Movement.

The IOA is an integral part of the Olympic tradi-
tion, pursuing its mission for the international rec-
ognition and strengthening of the contribution of
Olympism.

At the same time, we recognize something out-
standing about the IOA: its commitment to investing
in education. And as an institution of Olympic educa-
tion, it has performed a valuable service which we are
obliged not only to maintain but to disseminate.

We have to pose the question whether and to what
extent the Olympic Movement has managed to lay
the foundations for modern Olympic philosophy. At
this point, one becomes aware of the significance and
contribution of the mission of both the IOA and all the
international bodies and their representatives.

At Stoiximan, we believe that our support for the
present endeavour must be non-negotiable.

Albania

The Olympic Committee

of Albania has included

in its agenda a three-year
project, 2015-2017, aimed at
spreading the Olympic values
throughout the country and
particularly in schools.

In 2014, the project
acquired its first strategic
partner in the form of the
Ministry of Education
and Sport aiming at the
development of Olympic
education in schools.

The implementation of the
project began in 2015 with
the Olympic values as the
chosen theme. It was spread
over 3 phases from March to
June 2016, and March to June
2017.

The first phase consisted
of Olympic education
Seminars in schools for
teachers and directors. The
second phase included
visits to the International
Olympic Academy and the
archaeological site of Ancient
Olympia for teachers. In the
third phase, an Olympic week
was organized in the schools
together with the Olympic Day
in various cities.

In Phase 1, the main
responsibility of the Albanian
National Olympic Committee
was to organize training
seminars in different cities for
teachers to help them promote
future Olympic programmes.

In Phase 2, the visits of
teachers to the I0A and
Ancient Olympia were aimed
at developing ties between
the teachers and the wealth of
Olympic values, which could
help to encourage creativity in
the implementation of Olympic
activities in schools.

Phase 3 of the programme
was the most difficult,
demanding more commitment
from all involved, but also
the most rewarding because
it showed up the results of
the work for the promotion
of Olympic values with the
younger generation.

Certain significant elements
concerning the activities of

the “Olympic Education in

School” programme, noted

from the information given

by the schools and Regional

Directorates of Education up

to 2017, were that:

In 2017 around 312
secondary schools
organized an Olympic
Week;

* 13 Regional Directorates
of Education have
participated so far;

+ 20 large cities have
organized the Olympic Day,
with more than 250 schools
taking part;

+ 300 teachers were trained
over the period 2016-2017
and

+ Over 1300 teachers have
been involved in organizing
activities.

For the realization of the
programme for the academic
year 2017-2018, following its
success throughout Albania
as well as the incorporation of
Olympic activities into school
curricula, the National Olympic
Committee is working with
new publications, workshops
and many other projects
relating to the idea of an
“Olympic Values Torch Relay”
throughout the country.

Cameroon

The National Olympic
Academy of Cameroon has
centred its activities on four
strategic goals of development
which constitute its areas of
priority.

In the area of cooperation,
the Academy participated
in the General Assembly of
the Association of National
Olympic Academies of Africa
which took place in Tunis from
13 to 16 March 2017, where it
was decided to establish the
African Centre for Olympic
Studies.

The project for realization of
the African Centre for Olympic
Studies of the Union of
National Olympic Academies
of Africa, which was created
on 16 March 2016 in Bamako,
Mali, was assigned to
professor Jean Tabi Manga,
Executive Director of the
National Olympic Academy of
Cameroon, in order to prepare
a plan for the management
and functioning of the Centre,
while it was decided that its
headquarters should be in
Cameroon.

There were also
representatives at the 14th
International Session of
the I0A in Ancient Olympia
(6-13 May 2017) while
Toua Ebode took part
in the 12th International
Session for Educators of
Higher Institutes of Physical
Education (25 May-1 June
2017). Furthermore, Alain
Clotaire Feze, teacher and
PhD student at Dschang
University, participated in the
International Seminar for Post-
Graduate Students organized
in Ancient Olympia.

Regarding the Association
of Francophone Olympic
Academies, the Executive
Director of the Academy
participated in the General
Assembly that took place on 5
May 2017, in Paris. In addition,
professor Tabi Manga was
elected Vice-President of the
Association.

In the area of institutional
development and governance,

the Academy participated

in the meetings of the
Executive Committee of the
National Olympic Committee
of Cameroon, on 9 June

and 26 September, 2017,
while the appointment of the
anthropologist and journalist
Dr Francois Bingono will boost
the department of Human
Resources.

Also, the National Olympic
Academy of Cameroon
participated in the celebration
of the National Physical
Education Day on 20 February
2017 and on this occasion,
professors Jean Tabi Manga
and Jean Emmanuel Pondi
took part in discussions.

Finally, on 23 June
2017 the Olympic Day was
celebrated with the Academy
centering the event on the
theme of “Live your sport
through the Olympic values”.

A video was shown about
the birth of Olympism in
antiquity, the Olympic values
and their establishment
in Cameroon. Sports
demonstrations took place
(Aikido, Karate, Pétanque,
Dancing, Badminton, and
Taekwon-Do) with the
emphasis on the educational
values of these sports, while
there were also discussions
between athletes and coaches
of Olympic Associations about
the Olympic values.

To mark the 150th anniversary
of the birth of Franjo Bucar,
the father of Croatian sport
and promoter of the modern
Olympic Movement in
Croatia, the Croatian Olympic
Academy, in cooperation

with the Croatian Olympic
Committee, the Croatian
Sports Museum and the
Croatian Olympic Philately
and Memorabilia Society
organized a celebration on 25
November 2016. It was held in
the Croatian Sports Museum,
whose permanent exhibition
testifies to the contribution
that this historian and sports
official made to Croatian sport
and the Olympic Movement.
A special postmark and a
postcard bearing the effigy of
Franjo Bucar were made to
mark the occasion.

Inspired by the great
success of Croatian athletes,
who won 10 medals at the
2016 Olympic Games in
Rio, the Croatian Olympic
Academy and the Croatian
Olympic Philately and
Memorabilia Society, in
cooperation with Croatian
Post made a special philatelic
exhibition in the athletes’
honour on the theme of
Olympism and the Olympic
Games.

The Croatian Olympic
Academy, in cooperation
with the Croatian School
Sports Association, has been
implementing an annual
programme titled “School
Sport and the Olympic
Movement”, within which it
organizes a competition on a
different topic each year. This
year’s topic was “Basketball
through Photography” and
it ran until April 2017. The
competition was open to
all elementary and high
school students and the
best entries were awarded
prizes and exhibited during

the finals of the National
Elementary and High School
Sports Championships and
also during the finals of the
World School Basketball
Championships held in the
town Pore¢. The prize-winning
entries were also published

in the journal of the Croatian
Olympic Committee.

For the second year in a
row, the Croatian Olympic
Academy also implemented
a programme titled “The
Olympic Ideals — Drazen
Petrovi¢”, motivated by
its great success and the
interest shown by schools in
the 2016 programme. This is
implemented in cooperation
with the DraZen Petrovi¢
Museum in which educational
seminars are held to promote
the cultural dimension of
sport, and the spreading of the
Olympic idea by linking sport,
culture and education through
the character and work of the
Croatian sports legend Drazen
Petrovi¢. The programme
is intended for pupils of all
schools in Croatia.

Germany

For the tenth time, antiquity
met current topics of the
Olympic Movement during the
Olympic Seminar on sports
science organized by the
German Olympic Academy.
The anniversary version

was incorporated into a tour
through the archaeological
sites of Greece, which took
place from 2 to 10 September
at the International Olympic
Academy in Ancient Olympia.
More than 80 students and
professors from ten German
universities discussed

the history and recent
developments of the Olympic
Movement at its place of
origin.

The group started its tour in
Athens, visiting the Acropolis
and the Panathenaic Stadium,
and made its way to Olympia
via the ancient sites of
Corinth, Epidaurus, Mycenae,
Nemea and Delphi. Professor
Dr Manfred La&mmer, Vice
Chairman of the Academy,
and Dr Emanuel Hiibner of
Mdinster University, both
experts of Greek and Olympic
history, took part in the
seminar and guided the group
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at the archaeological sites.

The highlight of the nine-
day journey was the stay at
the International Olympic
Academy. In close proximity to
the ancient sanctuary, lectures
and seminars took place
dealing with various aspects of
the Olympic past, present and
future. Each seminar had been
prepared by a university group
in the summer. They provided
a wide range of topics and left
scope for constructive debate
on subjects such as the
practical implementation of
Olympic Education in schools,
doping prevention and the
potential for improving the
sustainability of the Olympic
Games.

In a series of lectures,
five of the lecturers
presented current issues and
developments. The focus here
was on Olympic Education,
the competition programme
and the legacy of the Olympic
Games. Particular interest was
also aroused in the lecture by
Professor Dr Manfred Lammer
about the attack on the Israeli
Olympic team in Munich 1972,
which happened exactly 45
years ago.

The anniversary version
of the Olympic Seminar
was characterized by
the great motivation and

active involvement of the
participants. “The Olympic
Seminar on sports science
provides a unique forum to
promote the exchange of
views between universities,
disciplines, students and
lecturers” said Tobias Knoch,
director of the German
Olympic Academy.

Academy of Great Britain
continues to disseminate the
Olympic values and ideals
throughout the country,
predominantly through the
platform of British Olympic
Foundation which addresses
youngsters and is titled Get
Set (www.getset.co.uk).

For the next four-year
period, the objectives of Get
Set, the website and financial
resources have been refreshed
to ensure they are all relevant
and fit for purpose.

The objectives for the
period 2017-2020 are:

» to deliver a broad range of
opportunities and initiatives
which use the power of
sport and the Olympic
and Paralympic Values to
give all young people the
opportunity to feel part

of Team GB and/or of
Paralympics Team GB;

+ to continue to develop
the network of schools,
colleges and groups of
youngsters who participate
in the programme,
attracting more young
people than ever before;
to achieve the participation
of young people in sport
and physical activity;

+ to build sustainable and
meaningful influence by
providing activities and
initiatives which support
young people in developing
all skills, and

» through young people
engaged in the programme,
to create healthier and
more active communities
and build national support
for Team GB and the
Paralympics Team GB.

Throughout the four years,
new activities will be launched
to keep schools close to the
Olympic Values. The beacon
schools will help promote the
programme further until Tokyo
2020 when the “Journey
to Tokyo” challenge will be
launched, encouraging young
people to be active and
undertake the virtual journey
from London to Tokyo.

Other Get Set activities the
current year have included:

+ The Get Set to Eat Fresh
programme in partnership
with Aldi, which promotes
healthy eating and
encourages young people
to live healthy and active
lives, is going from strength
to strength. Over 4,000
schools have now signed
up to the initiative and
athletes have been going
into schools to teach
children about eating
well and participating in
physical activities.

+ The Get Set for the Spirit of
Sport, in partnership with
the UK’s Anti-Doping Lab
encourages young people
to learn about the values
of sport and the rules or
guiding principles which
govern clean sport around
the world. It challenges
young people to consider
their behaviour and the
behaviour of others, and to
make the right decisions on
and off the field of play.

Italy

In 2016, the National
Olympic Academy of ltaly, in
cooperation with School of
Sports — which celebrated its
50th anniversary in October
— carried out all the actions

it had scheduled in 2015.
From 5 to 7 October, the 27th
Session of the Academy was
held in Rome on the theme
of: “Olympism as an effective

tool for development and
sustainability”, in which over
100 sports science students
participated from universities
throughout the country. This
opportunity was taken for the
selection of three students
following special examinations
to represent Italy at the 57th
Session in Ancient Olympia:
Chiara Stefani from Padua,
Adriana de Pasquale from
Rome and Fabio Manna from
Caserta.

Also in October, to
celebrate the anniversary
of the School of Sport, an
exhibition was organized titled
“Art and Sport” on the subject:
“Olympic Rome, the past and
the future”, in cooperation
with the Giulio Onesti
Foundation. From among
the works exhibited, chosen
by the regional committees
and finally judged by the
National Committee under the
directorship of the architect
Franco Sapio, the first prize
was awarded to Alessandra
Kurakina of the Fine Arts
Academy in Rome; the second
to Jacopo Mandich of the
Academy of Urbino and the
third to Jolanda Lezzi of the
Academy of Naples.

On 3 August, in a village
of Abruzzo, races named the
“Calasciadi” were organized
for children under the auspices
of the Academy.

The National Olympic
Academy of Italy,
strengthening its cooperation
with the School of Sports,
participated in two meetings
for the discovery of new
talents. It also participated
in the presentation of a book
by the French anthropologist
Manuel Shotté, concerning
reasons why African athletes
are unbeatable in certain
sports.

In addition, the Academy
encouraged the publication
of four volumes about the
history of Italian sport written
by Mario Alighiero Manacorda,
as well as the publication of
a study by Alberto Pratelli, on
all the Olympic Villages from
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1896 to the present day.
Despite its low budget, the
National Olympic Academy
of Italy, with the help of its
volunteers is continuing the
organization of its annual
Session, as well as events
such as the exhibition “Art
and Sport”, and it supports
specific publications in the
hope that the Olympic values
will continue to exist in spite of
the changes in today’s world.

Japan

The Olympic Academy of
Japan held training-camp
style youth sessions at two
locations in December 2016,
in the context of the Olympic
and Paralympic training

of high school students.

The base upon which this
training was organized was
modeled on the International
Pierre de Coubertin Youth
Forum, organized by the
CIPC (International Pierre de
Coubertin Committee) held for

one week every other year.
The JOA Youth Sessions
were conducted over three
days at the University of
Tsukuba in Ibaraki Prefecture
and at Chukyo University
in Aichi Prefecture with 52
students and 10 supervising
faculty members from the
nine schools attending. The
Sessions were also observed
by high school students,
representatives of university
faculties of physical education
and local government officials
with an interest in Olympic
education.

The programmes of both
Sessions included lectures
on Olympism, the Olympic
Movement, the Paralympics
and other sport topics such
as participation in contests
with disabled athletes, group
activities and essay writing.

Activities that took
advantage of the unique
characteristics of each region
were also conducted at the
two sessions. At Tsukuba
University, outdoor activities
with cooking, education on
hospitality and volunteerism,
and active learning using
OVEP educational materials

took place. Activities at
Chukyo University included
a group crafts programme to
make a camp flag, and a talk
about his experiences was
given by an athlete who had
taken part in the 1964 Tokyo
Olympic Games.

The Academy selected
seven young people and one
faculty member from among
the participants of the two
sessions as the Japanese
delegation that will attend the
International Coubertin Youth
Forum to be held in Estonia in
August 2017.

From 27 to 30 April, the
Lithuanian Olympic Academy
organized a youth camp titled
“Olympic Values in Student
Life”.

Various sports were
tried out: night-orienteering,
Zumba, sitting volleyball,
goalball, short track speed
skating and curling. Morning
workouts with judo exercises
were led by one of the camp’s
participants.

A great impression
was made on the camp’s
participants by Olympic
biathlete Tomas Kaukénas,
who joined them in speed
skating and curling, and
shared his experiences from
the Sochi Olympic Games as
well as from preparation for
other competitions.

After the screening of films
on Olympic themes, there was
a discussion about the legacy
that the Olympic Games leave
in host cities and the protests
against discrimination in
sports and other walks of life.

Those who attended
learned about the Sessions
for Young Participants held
by the International Olympic
Academy and two of them
are going to be delegated to
Olympia in 2018.

The feedback from the
young people and their
comments on the camp were
full of praise and there is a
real prospect that it will be
repeated in 2018.

Portugal

The community of Reguengos
de Monsaraz (170 km east

of Lisbon) hosted the 18th
Annual Session of the National
Olympic Academy of Portugal
from 27-29 October 2017. In
the presence of 40 persons,
the session took place at the
same time as the 9th Members
Session, with a common
programme which included
lectures on the central theme

of “Contemporary Challenges
of the Olympic Movement”.

Sports excellence, the
importance of television
in the creation of a sports
culture, the Olympic
Movement, threats to the
integrity of sport and the
European Youth Olympic
Festival Gyor 2017 were
among the specific subjects
of the speeches together
with traditional themes such
as: the ancient and modern
Olympic Games, Pierre de
Coubertin and the revival
of the Olympic Games, the
National Olympic Academies
and the International Olympic
Academy.

In addition, the Academy
organized an exhibition
dedicated to Olympic
Mascots, titled “Olympic
Mascots: from talismans
to identity symbols”; the
exhibition will tour the
country from September
2017 to December 2018,
and be hosted in 18 cities. It
comprises 48 exhibits from
private and public collections
representing all the mascots,
official and unofficial, from
1968 onwards. It also consists
of films and 25 posters
supplementing information
on the mascots, analyzing
their tradition as well as their
historical, social and economic
context.

At the same time, the
Academy is organizing a
national competition for the
creation of its own mascot.
The competition is open to
secondary school students,
who will be guided by their
teachers and are invited to
present their mascots as a
class. According to the rules,
the mascot should reflect the
Olympic values as well as the
tradition of the country and the
winners will be announced at a
special event.

Turkey

The Turkish Olympic
Committee’s Sports Culture
and Olympic Education
Programme, “Oli”, went into
action in September for 2017-
2018 , with a presentation to
some 5,000 primary school
children in the Turkish city of
Izmir.

Oli aims to help the
younger generation to
acquire a sports culture early
in life. The initiative, which
has been running for more
than ten years, promotes
sporting values and the
Olympic spirit amongst school
students in Turkey. It targets
children in the 4th and 5th
classes (9-11 years old) in
elementary schools with
the purpose of encouraging
them to participate in
physical activities and
distance themselves from
bad habits thus contributing
to their healthy development
physically, mentally and
socially.



The Project is an interactive
educational programme
involving many activities
through inter-active audio-
visual presentations lasting
45 minutes, drawing on the
help of academics, child
psychologists and members
of the Sports Culture
and Olympic Education
Committee. The presentation
is made particularly appealing
through the use of the mascot,
Oli, which was specially
created for the programme
and interacts with the
children in the course of the
presentations. These are on
themes such as the benefits of
sport, of the Olympic Games
and their philosophy, the
Olympic values of friendship,
respect and excellence,
as well as the principles of
Olympism, fair play, healthy
nutrition and the environment.

The programme
presents videos, cartoons,
competitions, puzzles and
brain-teasers conceived to
help nurture an understanding
of the mental and physical
benefits of practising a
sport and staying healthy,
of Olympism, the meaning
of fair play and awareness
of how important it is to
have a healthy nutrition.
Active and retired athletes
who are Olympic medallists,
champions, famous sports
people, journalists and
presenters participate to share
their experiences with the
children.

The positive use made
of sports champions in the
programme is particularly
popular amongst the children
providing them with the
opportunity to meet their idols
and be inspired by them.

Fully supported by the
Ministry of Education from its
first implementation in 2006,
the programme is achieving
its aims and is gaining the
approval of students, their
teachers and their families
as well as local communities
and the Ministry of Sport local
committees.

The visits to cities last
four or five days and two or
three presentations are made
each day. In the course of
the current year, there will
be visits to 20 cities from
October 2017 until June 2018,
with 12—15 presentations to
be made in each venue. The
target is that in this academic
year around 150,000 students
should follow the programme.
Over the 11 years of its
existence and with more than
5,000 presentations in 48
provinces, it is estimated
that the programme has had
a positive influence on over
1,700,000 children, increasing
the number of youngsters
who have chosen to become
involved in sport.
