2020 has been a tragic year
for all of humanity!

The COVID-19 pandemic,
which literally brought societies, econ-
omies and cultural structures to their
knees at all corners of the earth, has re-
sulted in severely injuring global sport
and the Olympic Movement itself. The
Tokyo Games have been postponed to
2021, and we cannot be certain that we
will not experience unprecedented con-
ditions for their realisation, under the
continuing threat of athletes, attendants
and potentially spectators being infected
by the virus.

But as much as this phenomenon has
affected us, the Olympic Movement con-
tinues to be a haven of knowledge and
hope, with its Principles being timeless,
perhaps even more so than ever, for inter-
national solidarity, respect for diversity
and global peace.

However,
since the rapid spread of the virus did not
allow their live re-organisation, the IOA
Ephoria decided to undertake an unprece-
dented virtual process in order to conduct
its four basic educational programmes;
the Session for Young Participants, the
Session for NOA Directors, the Olympic
Seminar for Postgraduate Students and
the first semester of the Master’s Degree
programme 2020-2021. This effort was
crowned with great success and, as you

will read in the relevant articles of this
issue, there were many participants in
the works of the events from all parts of
the world.

The subject of the Sessions we had
chosen for 2020 was topical and of great
interest and as it turned out, it captured
the interest of the participants and lec-
turers.

On this occasion, I would like to
congratulate the scientific team and the
members of the IOA team for the excel-
lent organisation and implementation
of a full-featured online platform, which
is sure to be useful to us in future uses,
with the aim of the wider dissemination
of the Olympic values and strengthening
of Olympic education by the IOA.

Despite the adverse conditions created by the pan-
demic and the strict measures taken by the State to
limit its spread, the renovation works of the HOC
premises in Ancient Olympia, with the uncondition-
al concession of the use of the premises being grant-
ed to the International Olympic Academy for the
next fifteen years, are continuing rapidly. The con-
tractor, the construction company TEAM, to which
the IOC has assigned the project, while complying
with the COVID-19 prevention measures that have
been imposed, has completed a large part of the ren-
ovation and it is now certain that the works will be
completed within the stipulated time.

The IOA will celebrate its 60th anniversary in
a modern and technologically integrated functional
environment, which will meet all the requirements
for hosting high-level educational and sports events,
keeping intact the historic authenticity of the site and
the exterior appearance of all buildings.

flexible form of capacity will allow the accommoda-
tion of all types of guests. The new triple, double and
single rooms, combined with the sixteen new com-
fortable suites, will increase the capacity of the facili-
ties from 243 beds today, to 272-289 beds, depending
on the needs for their use!

This increase of beds, created after the abolition
of the dormitories, will allow the IOA to hold more
than one event at the same time, an arrangement that
was proven necessary in recent years after the rapid
increase of educational events since 2009.

The renovation of the premises, in addition to the
new configuration of the rooms, extends to the sports
facilities, which will now be able to accommodate
in addition to track, tennis, basketball, volleyball,
swimming and football, that already existed, also
beach-volleyball, handball and archery, as well as a
special area for table tennis, thus satisfying all the
requirements of the guests staying there.

The dining area is radically changed along with
the service system of guests, with the creation of two
rooms for this purpose. The main dining room will
have a capacity of approximately 200 persons, with a
multi-meal self-service system as well as a separate
area for serving a small number of officials.

The conference centre is being modernised with
the renovation of the auditorium, the creation of
more classrooms and the renovated library with new
online integration systems with libraries of large ed-
ucational institutions.

At the same time, a new system of internal and
external security is also being installed, together
with new water supply and irrigation installations,
new forms of indoor air conditioning and the imple-
mentation of all the obligations imposed by the reg-
ulations for the prevention of spread of COVID-19.

The decision of the IOC to invest a large amount
for the renovation of the facilities in Ancient Olym-
pia, was guided by the important work undertaken
and performed by the IOA in the field of Olympic
Education. It shows the absolute satisfaction of the
leadership of the IOC and personally of its President
Dr Thomas Bach on the progress that has been made
in recent years in this field by the IOA, with the de-
sire to make the Academy, not only in theory but also
in practice, the sole pillar of international dissemina-
tion of Olympic Values.—

A 10-year youth Olympic journey has reached its
third winter edition in Lausanne from 9th to 22nd
January 2020. There has been a vivid symbolism be-
hind Lausanne 2020 which lies to the fact that it was
held in a year that marks the 10th anniversary of the
1st YOG in Singapore, with the former IOC President,
Dr Jacques Rogge, the “father” of the Youth Olym-
pic Games, stating back then: “If the Youth Olym-
pic Games can help provide the world’s youth, one
athlete at a time, with a path to a better, brighter,
healthier future, we will have succeeded. And very
soon the Youth Olympic Games will become as much
an indispensable fixture of the Olympic calendar as
its ‘grown-up’ brothers”.

Indeed, the Youth Olympic Games have laid down
their own pathway and created history in the Olym-
pic course from Asia to Europe and South America
with next stop in Africa. This newly established in-
stitution has been conceived not only as “a stepping
stone for young athletes striving to compete at an
Olympic proper..” (Independent, 2010), but mainly,
as Dr Jacques Rogge clearly pointed out, from the
very beginning: “The concept was that YOG would be
more than just an athletic competition, they would be
an educational experience, too”.

Education and culture are an essential part of the
aims of YOG and the current IOC President, Dr Thomas
Bach stresses also this importance, during his speech

edge and ideas, and also facing common struggles that
arise from the dispute and violation of the ideology
and philosophy of Olympism”. The I0C Member for
Greece, Mr Spyros Capralos representing the Europe-
an Olympic Committees stressed the EOA’s role by
stating that: “You are an essential cornerstone of the
edifice that is the Olympic Movement of Europe and
I thus invite you to continue your important role in
our mission that is the spreading of Olympic Values

tomorrow”. The President of the EOA, Prof. Manfred
Laemmer, welcomed all the delegates and guests, in-
dicating that: “The presence of the representatives of
the IOC, the EOC, the IOA and the ISOH shows that
we have strong partners at our side”.

“Through the restructuring of the International
Olympic Academy, which is presently underway, we
will set in motion the adoption of joint educational
programmes, which shall reinforce the presence of
National Academies not only in their place of action
but in the whole Olympic map.

main source for Olympic knowledge was made by the
Head of the Centre, Mrs Maria Bogner. Mrs Bogner
explained how the OSC is considered to be the bridge
between the academic world and the Olympic Move-
ment and emphasized the services and programmes
that have been developed, in order to provide a vast
collection of official and up-to-date resources to pro-
fessionals and academics interested in Olympism and
encourage research and close dialogue globally. The
OSC can actually be regarded as a valuable tool for
the NOAs’ research and development of programmes
in their efforts to make a step forward and produce
new initiatives not only “within the boundaries” of
their respective NOA but also inside the context of
their regional European network they belong to and
act collectively in stability and cohesion.

The Annual General Assembly commenced with

Among these subjects, some
concerned the management of the four commissions
that have been developed (Media and Communication
Commission, Development and Cooperation Commis-
sion, Olympic Education Commission and Olympic
Heritage Commission) composed of representatives
from European Olympic Academies, who will fo-
cus on targeted actions, in cooperation with the EB
members, in order to implement the EOA initiatives
and projects. Important documents which had been
prepared were also presented such as the EB rules
of procedures, signifying the systematic work that is
being processed and the guidelines, values and prin-
ciples for the nomination of the Good Governance
officer, which will be appointed by the next General
Assembly, following the proposals made on the part
of the Academies. In general, all the subjects of the
agenda discussed were put to vote and approved by
the members of the NOAs.

Before the outbreak of the pandemic, the 3rd
Annual Conference and General Assembly for 2020
has originally been planned to be held in Sochi, Rus-
sia, and the International Olympic Academy to host
its 4th edition in its renovated premises in Ancient
Olympia in 2021.

The establishment of the European Olympic
Academies creates definitely a new perceptive in
the context of Europe and the International Olym-
pic Academy has the confidence that this growing
institution will be its anchor in the new string of in-
novations patterned within the new era of the IOA,
with united efforts and consistency, surmounting
the challenges of the times. New incentives will be
crucial for urging each National Olympic Academy
to provide their utmost means within their role and
objectives and reflect this new reality worldwide. -

On the 30th of January 2020, the 7th edition of the
Erasmus+ Sport Info Day took place at the Charle-
magne Building in Brussels, an initiative of the Eu-
ropean Commission and the Education, Audiovisual
and Culture Executive Agency (EACEA).

Plan for Sport 2012-2020 were analysed and the ob-
jectives of the E+ Sport were presented.

During the second Plenary Session, information
was given on the submission and selection proce-
dures. A round table on administrative and financial
aspects dealt with the type of partnerships and their
eligibility criteria, gave advice on the formation of
partnerships and addressed common mistakes relat-
ed to the submission of applications. The character-
istics of what makes a good proposal were presented
along with the proper financing method one should
follow while applying.

Three parallel sessions were held, namely: evalu-
ation process, financial aspects and small collabora-
tive partnerships. All three sessions were led by the
experts of EACEA who not only gave detailed infor-
mation on the respective topics but also answered
questions and offered their advice and expertise to
the participants.

In that framework the IOA has
had a series of meetings and fruitful discussions with
other participants of the event which will hopefully
result in future collaborations.

The Erasmus+ Sport Info Day, was a very in-
sightful and most useful educational opportunity
as well as an excellent occasion in order for the
International Olympic Academy to get more famil-
iar with the Erasmus+ Sport programme and intro-
duce itself to the European sport community as an
international sports and educational organisation.

of Ethics, article 1.4), such as “the respect for human
dignity; the rejection of discrimination of any kind on
whatever grounds, be it race, colour, sex, sexual ori-
entation, language, religion, political or other opin-
ion, national or social origin, property, birth or other
status; and, the rejection of all forms of harassment
and abuse, be it physical, professional or sexual, and
any physical or mental injuries”. As members of the
Olympic Family we are not only committed but driv-
en by these founding values.

So what are we doing or what should we be doing
in the name of human rights?

The FEI's raison d’étre and the principles of
equality and mutual respect are clearly embedded in
the FEI Statutes and apply to everything we do. As
a sports organisation, we have a very clear mandate
which is outlined in our values, from providing “a
level playing field for men and women of all ages to
compete together in a safe environment from grass-
roots to the world stage”, to developing the sport and
ensuring we are “meeting the needs of today without
compromising those of tomorrow”. We have jurisdic-
tion on our events, and we maintain and enforce our

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values and our rules fervently to ensure the integrity
of the sport.

So, the question really is, how can we feasibly
promote human rights and influence the actions of
third party states and regimes within our sporting
context?

First of all, I believe education and development
are an extremely important part of any International
Federation and through sport and development ini-
tiatives we have immeasurable opportunities to not
only grow the sport but also promote our values, in-
cluding respect for human rights.

As an example, recently in Iran, and through our
development programme FEI Solidarity, we worked
hand in hand with the local Federation to provide a
pathway for disabled athletes to access and compete
in Para Equestrian sport; we helped establish a pony
club structure for kids; and, we assisted coaches to
set up Vaulting clubs and competitions where boys
and girls train and compete together. With these pro-
grammes alone, we have shown how the very access
to sport, and participation in sport interacts with fun-
damental human rights, which in turn can generate
positive ambition and resolve for individuals and
communities. This is how we can make a difference.

The second major area where International Fed-
erations can have an influence is connected to the or-
ganisation of major events around the world.

As governing bodies, we select the locations
for our major events. Many would argue we should

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human rights abuse, but in function of the criteria
you use to assess the status of a nation, you could
potentially end up with very few countries left..
And then, you also run the risk of being portrayed
as avoiding or running away from your responsibil-
ities. We all have a role to play in the promotion of
human rights, so rather than turning our back on the
issues, by taking them on, we are also addressing the
situation.

The IOC have taken important steps in this direc-
tion. In 2017, the IOC presented their commitment
to human rights and Olympic Agenda 2020 with the
revision of the Host City Contract (as of 2024) which
resulted in the inclusion and explicit reference to
the United Nations Guiding Principles on Business
and Human Rights. The Olympism in Action Forum,
which then took place in Buenos Aires in 2018, was
another important milestone in promoting the IOC’s
commitment to embracing the role of sporting bodies
and their collective power to make a difference when
it comes to human rights and sustainability.

Just like the IOC, through the FEI's Host Agree-
ments - and I know of many other IFs that also do
this - we are able to use the contractual requirements
we draw up with our hosts to ensure that the fun-
damental principles of equality and mutual respect
are upheld in the context of our events. Which, as I
have said, can be a constructive mechanism to cre-
ate awareness to improve human rights in a country.

Which leads me on to the third main area where I
believe the sports industry has an important role to
play: raising awareness.

The sporting world has a large, global audience
and collectively, we generate a lot of media attention
and this platform is where our strength lies when
it comes to raising awareness on issues beyond the
sporting sphere.

Sport is built on the foundations of fair play and a
level playing field where everyone has the same rights
and is treated equally when it comes to competing and
the conditions of competition. But, as we know, sport-
ing events do not occur in a vacuum, and we cannot
pretend or hope to distance ourselves from the eco-
nomic, political and social environment. This is where
we can and should make the most of our voice.

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And over the years, I believe we have. There are
countless examples of positive human rights victo-
ries linked to sport, from achieving gender equality
to combatting racial and ethnic discrimination. When
it comes to the participation of women, the plight of
refugees with the Rio2016 team or the united North
and South Korean team, for example, I completely ac-
cept that these victories might be perceived as only
symbolic, but they do shine a spotlight and create an
awareness which is a necessary building block for
change in the long run.

So to conclude, yes, the practice of sport is a hu-
man right, and every individual must have the possi-
bility of practising sport, without discrimination of
any kind. Our role as IFs rests in how and where we
can have an influence, be it through our development
and education initiatives, the conditions and require-
ments we attach to our agreements, or the global pro-
motion of our sporting values. These are the tools we
have in our toolbox when it comes to human rights,
and I strongly believe we have a duty to uphold our
values where and when we can.

I've said it before, sport cannot be expected to
solve all the problems in the world, but we can and
should be a part of the solution. This is a team effort
and everyone has their role to play, just like a global
pandemic, we need to take our responsibilities and
lead by example. -

Principle 4 of the Principles of Olympism in the
Olympic Charter states, “The practice of sport is a hu-
man right. Every individual must have the possibili-
ty of practising sport, without discrimination of any
kind and in the Olympic spirit, which requires mutual
understanding with a spirit of friendship, solidarity
and fair play” (I0C, 2019, p. 12). The term “Every indi-
vidual” includes all individuals - both those with and
without disabilities — within the Olympic Movement.
Athletes, coaches, managers, officials and adminis-
trators with visible or invisible disabilities need to
be present, visible and appropriately represented.

As part of its greater involvement in promoting hu-
man rights worldwide, the UN works to support the
alignment of its principles and conventions with hu-
man rights principles as presented in the Olympic
Charter. For example, the Convention on the Rights
of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD) ratified in 2008
includes Article 30.5 that reinforces the right to sport
and physical activity for people with disabilities. The
IOC - UN relationship, in conjunction with Article
30.5 of the CRPD, reaffirms that disability inclusion
is consistent with the spirit of Olympism and aligns
seamlessly with fundamental tenets of the Olympic
Movement.

So, how can disability become more present,
visible and appropriately represented within the
Olympic Movement? Principle 6 of the Principles
of Olympism in the Olympic Charter states that the
“Olympic Charter shall be secured without discrim-
ination of any kind, such as race, color, sex, sexual
orientation, language, religion, political or other
opinion, national or social origin, property, birth or
other status” (I0C, 2019, p. 12). The reference to “or
other status” can certainly be interpreted to mean in-
cluding individuals with disabilities. It is important
to consider, however, the need for a more specific and
direct inclusion of the word “disability” in Principle 6
to reinforce the definition of “without discrimination
of any kind.” Including the word disability also clear-
ly aligns the language of the Olympic Charter with
Article 30.5 of the CRPD and its advocacy stance for
individuals with disabilities. The words that we use
shape the image of the world in which we live and
the codification of the word disability into Principle
6 would be powerful in its presence.

The Principles of Olympism also refer to inclu-
sivity in Principle 1 which states “Olympism seeks to
create a way of life based on the joy of effort, the edu-
cational value of good example, social responsibility
and respect for universal fundamental ethical prin-
ciples” (I0C, 2019, p. 12). According to the IOC Code
of Ethics, Article 1.4, universal fundamental ethical
principles include:

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Respect for international conventions on protect-
ing human rights insofar as they apply to the Olym-
pic Games’ activities and which ensure in particular:

- respect for human dignity;

- rejection of discrimination of any kind on what-
ever grounds, be it race, color, sex, sexual orientation,
language, religion, political or other opinion, nation-
al or social origin, property, birth or other status;

- rejection of all forms of harassment and abuse,
be it physical, professional or sexual, and any physi-
cal or mental injuries (I0C, 2018, p. 13).

Given this language, disability inclusion is es-
sential for respect for the CRPD, respect for “human
dignity,” and “rejection of discrimination” within the
Olympic Games and the Olympic Movement. Perhaps
in the near future, “disability” can also be officially
added to Article 1.4 of the IOC Code of Ethics.

Even when one starts with the premise that dis-
ability is part of the fabric of the spirit of Olympism,
more still needs to be done to further publicly advance
disability inclusion within the Olympic Movement.
The visibility of disability as a topic within Olympism
needs to become an area of priority and focus within
the Olympic Movement similar to what occurred with
other previously marginalized groups such as women,
refugees, certain racial minorities, nationalities or re-
ligions and members of the LGBTQ community. The
work cannot be simply internally focused, however,
and needs to be extended to advance the engagement
and relationships between the IOC and sport govern-
ing bodies such as the IPC, SOI and ICSD.

Similar to Olympism, human rights are inclu-
sive and can allow the Olympic Movement to break
down stigma, fear and isolation of disability. Human
rights within Olympism and the Olympic Movement
applies to “everyone” and “everyone” includes per-
sons with and without disabilities. In fact, failing to
recognize the place of disability within the realms of
Olympism and human rights means the Movement
needs to think more expansively about its efforts to
advance human rights. After all, as stated in Princi-
ple 2 of the Principles of Olympism, a goal is to use
sport to promote “a peaceful society concerned with
the preservation of human dignity” (I10C, 2019, p. 12).
To the authors of this article, that quote sounds a lot
like a commitment to human rights for all, including
people with disabilities. -

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Human rights are rights that are considered essential
to all human beings, irrespective of race, sex, nation-
ality, ethnicity, language, religion or any other sta-
tus. Human rights include the right to life and free-
dom, freedom from slavery, from torture, freedom
of expression, and the right to work and instruction.
The Universal Declaration of Human Rights was pro-
claimed by the General Assembly of the United Na-
tions in Paris on December 10, 1948, by the General
Assembly resolution 217 A (III) as a common stand-
ard of achievement for all peoples and all nations
(United Nations, 1948).

The Olympic Charter itself considers that “the
practice of sport is a human right” (I0C, 2019, p. 11).
And more than that, it practically fuses the Olympic
Movement with human rights when it declares that
“the goal of Olympism is to place sport at the service
of the harmonious development of humankind, with a
view to promoting a peaceful society concerned with
the preservation of human dignity” (I0C, 2019, p. 11).

Thus, it appears that it is always opportune to
be attentive to the relationship of everything that
is associated with the Olympic Movement and hu-
man rights. However, the moment we live in calls for

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more than that; it asks us to better understand how
this relationship has been developed and that, if nec-
essary, we work towards improving the relationship
between the Olympic Movement and human rights.

In the recent period, sport mega-events have ex-
perienced what I have been calling a “renewed policy
of allocation”. For example, in the period from 2000
to 2022, FIFA World Cups and Summer Olympics
will have been held in places such as Sydney (Aus-
tralia), Athens (Greece), Beijing (China), South Africa,
Brazil, Russia and Qatar. This renewed policy of sport
mega-events allocation obviously alters also other
important social spheres to which the Games impact.
One of these areas is that of human rights.

Aware of these implications, the International
Olympic Committee (IOC) changed its perception
about the relationship between the editions of the
Olympics and human rights. It is important to state
that the message sent by the IOC is clear, host cities
(or regions) will have to “protect and respect human
rights and ensure any violation of human rights is
remedied in a manner consistent with internation-
al agreements” (International Olympic Committee,
2017, p. 16).

However, the latest editions of sport mega-events
led the international community to notice that

Traditional Peoples, homeless people, ethnic and race
minorities, people directly affected by development
projects associated with the Games, and people living
in the regions where construction sites “land” in the
name of the Games may also suffer negative impacts
associated with such initiatives.

For example, it has been pointed out by researchers
in the area that since the September 11, 2001 attacks
on the Twin Towers in the United States of America,
security policies at the international level have been
used as a way to justify actions against local popula-
tions as well. This type of subterfuge, unfortunately,
could be observed in recent sport mega-events, such
as the 2010 world Cup in South Africa, and in Brazil,
both in relation to the 2014 World Cup and in relation
to the 2016 Olympics in Rio de Janeiro.

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Additionally, evidence gathered by research car-
ried out by academics, as well as by entities linked
to the human rights area, has pointed out worrying
practices, such as the gentrification of areas associ-
ated with the Games, creation of exception laws that
benefit local elites in detriment of majority shares of
the population, expulsion of less fortunate popula-
tions from urban centers to areas of difficult access,
denial of information, restriction on the right to free
movement, and police brutality.

In an article recently published by “Diagoras:
International Academic Journal on Olympic Stud-
ies”, with the title “Human Rights and the Olympic
Movement: estrangements and approximations”, and
authorship of Daiana Viacelli Fernandes and mine,
we addressed several questions related to the Olym-
pic Games and human rights issues. One of the im-
portant observations of this work is that all the edi-
tions of the Olympic Games analyzed (Sydney 2000,
Athens 2004, Beijing 2008, London 2012, Rio de
Janeiro 2016) presented problems related to human
rights. And while it can be argued that the Games
themselves may not be directly related to such oc-
currences, the association of these problems with
the Games is something that cannot be controlled.
Thus, it remains even more relevant that the Olym-
pic Movement acts so that situations of this nature
are prevented.

Thus, it seems that it is increasingly perceived
as of utmost importance that researchers, volunteers,
managers, civilian leaders and other parties involved
are vigilant so that the Olympic Movement, and not
only the IOC, develops a healthy and prolific relation
with human rights issues so that they can become an
integral part of the Olympic Movement in particular,
and of sport in general. The Olympic Movement can
advance in relation to Human Rights, yes, but that
depends on everyone involved and not just Olympic
leaderships and official documents. -

This year, a year that will remain in history and in
our memories as the year that the world was shaken
by the Covid-19 pandemic, was a year of difficulties
and challenges for everyone and of course, the fields
of sport and education were no exception. The Inter-
national Olympic Academy, as an educational insti-
tution with a 60-year tradition in the organisation of
international sessions, found itself in the dilemma of
breaking this long tradition or facing the challenge
and inventing new ways to continue its work.

Needless to say that the IOA, in line with the
Olympic spirit, believes that challenges are meant
to be overcome and so decided without hesitation to
organise this year’s sessions online for the first time
in its history, through a platform designed especially
for this purpose. More specifically, transferring the
Session for Young Participants to an online environ-
ment was a great undertaking as we wanted to try to
convey, as much as possible, the atmosphere of the
Session for Young Participants in Ancient Olympia, a
15-day session with a variety of activities, education-
al, sports, artistic and cultural, in a digital environ-
ment with limited time and means.

The 60th International Session for Young Par-
ticipants took place from 4th to 10th September
2020, with 58 young participants from 56 countries, 7
eminent lecturers, 16 coordinators and several

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in mega-events cities and more specifically about the
example of the Rio Games, and finally Prof. Dr Da-
vid McGillivray, also from the UK, focused on Mega
Sport Events and Public Space.

The young participants were required to watch
daily lectures, which were given in English with
simultaneous French interpretation for the French
speakers, and then pose their questions to the lec-
turers. Following, they were divided into groups in
order to identify and analyse the issues that emerged
from the lectures. The conclusions of these working
groups were presented on the last day of the Session.

The Session’s programme, in addition to the man-
datory attendance of the lectures and the discussion
groups that followed, also included optional, comple-
mentary activities that went on throughout the day,
in order to give to the young participants from coun-
tries in different time zones the chance to participate.
So, we had virtual exercise, an arts programme that
included four workshops (poetry/literature, sound
art /music, performing arts/dance and visual arts),
social meetings where participants had the opportu-
nity to get to know each other better and talk about
current events, as well as cultural meetings where
they presented the culture, customs and traditions
of their country. Within the context of the Session,
the participants also had the unique opportunity to
attend a virtual tour of the Museum of the History
of the Ancient Olympic Games located in Ancient
Olympia, by Mr Konstantinos Antonopoulos, to par-
ticipate in the Olympic Quiz coordinated by Yarden
Har Lev as well as to create a unique Olympic torch
relay video under the guidance of the coordinators.
An important moment of this year’s Session too was
the presentation of the experiences of young partici-
pants who have participated in Olympic Games. Lena
GabrSc¢ek from Slovenia, Genevieve Saumur from
Canada, Marisleysis Cedefio from Guatemala, Maria
Tsouri from Greece, Ka Man Lee from Hong Kong,
Ariana Orrego from Peru and Louise Cavenaile from
Belgium inspired us with their stories and taught us
the power of the Olympic spirit.

This year’s Session, unique in all respects, was
concluded in an atmosphere of gratitude, emotion,
enthusiasm and willingness of all to meet again,
next time in Ancient Olympia! The success of this

Role of the Olympic Movement in the promotion of
Human Rights”, the main idea behind the revival of
the Olympic Games by Pierre De Coubertin which re-
lated to the actual safeguarding of human rights by
Dr Dikaia CHATZIEFSTATHIOU (GRE), Canterbury
Christ Church University, with the lecture, “Pierre
de Coubertin and Human Rights: Sport as Human
Right”, the protection of children and youth’s rights
participating in sport and the hard cases of abuse of
young athletes, by Associate Professor Dr Gabriella
I. TYMOWSKY-GIONET (CAN), University of New
Brunswick, under the title, “Protecting Children and
Youth Athletes in Sport”.

Moreover, Dr Alberto CARRIO SAMPEDRO (ESP),
University Pompeu Fabra, with his lecture, “The Ethics
of Artificial Intelligence and Neuro Device in Sport”,
explored the aspects, both positive and negative, of
Artificial Intelligence in Sports and Ms Miki MATHE-
SON (JPN), IOC Olympic Education Commission
Member and IPC Education Committee Member, pre-
sented the official Paralympic Education programme
I'mPOSSIBLE, in the presentation, “The Paralympic
Educational Tool Kit ‘I'mPOSSIBLE’”, which aims to-
wards the dissemination of the Paralympic Movement
values to the youth, with or without disability, around
the world. Finally, the consequences of civil wars and
conflicts on disabled youth and the benefits of sports
to such contexts was analyzed by Assistant Professor
Dr Ian BRITTAIN (GBR), Coventry University, in his
lecture “Youth Disability and the potential use of Sport
in Post-Conflict Zones” and the role of youth sports in
contributing to the realization of human rights was ex-
plored by Dr Vitaly MELNIKOV (RUS), Vice-President,
NOA of Russia, in his presentation “Human Rights and
Youth Sports”.

The well pointed comments and fruitful discus-
sions followed by each lecture enriched a debate and
provided a fertile context to share and think of differ-
ent perspectives. The excellent guidance of the coor-
dinators has also contributed to such inspiration and
further exploration of the topics that were developed
through the amazing working groups, which present-
ed their recommendations in two cycles. These highly
important recommendations involved issues such as:

Unlike its previous 26 versions, the 27th Interna-
tional Seminar on Olympic Studies for Post-graduate
Students was not held this year in the IOA premises
in ancient Olympia but was for the first time in the
IOA’s history conducted online, due to the COVID-19
pandemic. This time, the duration of the Seminar had
to be significantly reduced, covering in just one week
the four thematic cycles of the Seminar.

From September 21st to September 27th, 2020,
17 students from 16 different countries, nominated
by their respective NOC or NOA attended lessons,
presented their Seminar papers, actively participated
in working group discussions and joined especially
designed online extracurricular activities.

A special platform was created by the IOA in
order to hold the live transmission of the lectures,
students’ presentations, group discussions and ex-
tracurricular activities. Through this platform, par-
ticipants gained access to teaching material, sug-
gested bibliography and all other necessary infor-
mation and documents regarding the conduction of
the Seminar.

The IOA President, Mr Isidoros Kouvelos, wel-
comed the participants during the Opening Ceremo-
ny together with the IOA Honorary Dean, Prof. Dr
Konstantinos Georgiadis, who supervised the works
of the Seminar.

“The Olympic Games and the Olympic Move-
ment: Past, Present and Future - An Analysis from
the Historical, Philosophical and Social Perspectives”
was the main topic of the Seminar while “Mega-Sport
Events and Human Rights” was the special topic of
this year’s Seminar whose works seven eminent Pro-
fessors were invited to assist.

Prof. Dr Evangelos Albanidis (GRE) introduced
the students to the Ancient Olympic Games and
their Philosophy by talking on “The ancient Olympic
Games” and “The Olympic Games in antiquity apart
from those in Olympia: The cases of the Olympic
Games in Macedonia and Antioch” while Prof. Dr Pat-
rick Clastres (FRA) debated in his two lectures wheth-
er "Pierre de Coubertin (1863-1937) was a political
thinker" and "The history of Olympism and Cold War".

In his effort to make the students acquainted with
the modern Olympic Movement and the socio-polit-
ical aspects of the modern Olympic Games, Prof. Dr
Konstantinos Georgiadis (GRE) explicitly presented
“The Revival of the Olympic Games: The ‘Zappas
Olympics’, the idea of reviving the Olympic Games in
Great Britain” as well as “The Revival of the Olympic
Games: Pierre de Coubertin, his ideas and the found-
ing congress of the International Olympic Commit-
tee.

Prof. Dr Yannis Theodorakis (GRE) explained
thoroughly “The role of the Olympic Movement in
social inclusion” and discussed on “Teaching aware-
ness of ethical governance in Sports” while Prof. Dr
Bianca Gama Pena (BRA) presented “New Technolog-
ical approaches to Olympic Studies”.

The ethical and philosophical issues of Olympism
as well as the athletes’ rights in the modern Olympic
Movement were covered by Prof. Dr Jim Parry (GBR)
who presented, “The Concept of Sport in Olympism”
as well as “Doping and the Values of Sport” and Prof.
Dr Irena Martinkova (CZE) who lectured on “Inclu-
sion and equal rights - unisex sports” and “Instru-
mentality and Sport Values”.

In the framework of our effort to make students
get an idea of how the programme of the Seminar
develops while being in Olympia, certain extracur-
ricular activities were organized. With the helpful
guidance and support of the extracurricular activi-
ties’ coordinator, Ms Yarden Har Lev, and the co-cor-
dinator, Mr Dimitris Regalos, students participated in
a social meeting aiming at networking and creating
interaction through social games and discussion on
Olympic topics. Moreover, during the cultural meet-
ing they shared aspects of their countries’ culture
and traditions. An Interactive Olympic Quiz, organ-
ized by the coordinator, helped them gain further
knowledge on the Olympic Movement and its values
in a very enjoyable way. Finally, the students actively
participated and created the “Olympism and Human
Rights Video” focusing on this year’s special topic.

Last but not least, we all had the opportunity to
have a virtual tour of the Museum of the History of
the Olympic Games of Antiquity offered by Mr Kon-
stantinos V. Antonopoulos, archaeologist and cura-
tor at the Ephorate of Antiquities of Ilia in Ancient
Olympia.

During the Closing Ceremony, the students pre-
sented the conclusions they drew after discussing
daily during the working groups on issues arising
from the lessons.

Visiting Olympia and its archaeological site, living
and studying in the IOA premises, meeting in person
eminent professors and making true lifelong friend-
ships with students from various nationalities cannot

Albania

Every year in April and May,
schools celebrate Olympism
by holding the Olympic Week,
inviting people to participate
and show the Olympic Values
of Friendship, Respect and
Excellence, as part of the
"Olympic Education in School"
project.

This year, in the midst of
quarantine, the Olympic
Academy adjusted the
calendar of its activities for
2020 due to the
postponement of the Olympic
Games and the COVID-19
pandemic. So, the Albanian
Olympic Academy organized
its educational sessions online
for the first time, with the
participation of Olympic
Education experts and
physical education teachers
from all over Albania,
launching the project
"Olympic education at home
- in terms of Covid-19", and an
awareness message by the
AOA President Prof. Agron
Cuka, who addressed all
teachers and students, on the
importance of living with
positivity and the Olympic
Values at home during
quarantine.

For the implementation of
this project, the following
actions were taken:

Each school prepared
videos of previous years’
activities for the Olympic
Week, and students shot
videos of exercises and
workout at home during
quarantine.

Argentina

The XXXVII Session of the
Argentine Olympic Academy
was held between the 16th
and 20th September 2019 and
was attended by 50
youngsters representing the
different provinces of the
country.

They shared lectures,
debates, sport activities very
much like the sessions of the
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International Olympic Academy
in Ancient Olympia.

Both the Education
Commission and the AOA
worked over 2019 on an
Olympic Education programme
which was implemented with
the help of an educational
platform. The subjects
addressed included the Lima
2019 Pan-American Games. All
2,300 participants were able to
access the programme from a
mobile telephone APP.

Olympic Solidarity has been
instrumental in the
implementation of this
programme, and has been
supported by the National
Sport Agency, the National
Sport Federations, provincial
governments, the Anti-Doping
National Commission, the Drug
Addiction Prevention
Secretariat and the Argentine
Olympic Committee.

This programme was taken
as a model by the International
Olympic Committee and was
presented at Ancient Olympia
in May 2019. The high impact
and low cost union of sport +
art + culture + technology +
education was distinguished as
an “innovative” project.

Due to the impact of this
programme, Olympic Solidarity
supported an Olympism
Seminar which was called
“Managing the legacy of
BA2018", because those over
two thousand professors that
started working in 2017 with
education in values through
sport, feature an intangible
legacy of the 2018 Youth
Olympic Games.

Azerbaijan

Azerbaijan was the first
country to organise the
Olympic Culture and
Education Programme (OCEP)
as a legacy of the European
Olympic Youth Festival (EYOF)
held in 2019 in Baku.

The OCEP was a joint project
by the National Olympic
Committee of Azerbaijan in
close cooperation with the
National Olympic Academy of
Azerbaijan and other partners
and was fully supported and
funded by the International
Olympic Committee and the
European Olympic
Committees through Olympic
Solidarity. The overall
objective of the two-year
programme was to promote
Olympic values to young
people across Europe.

One of the objectives was
the selection, mobilisation and
twinning of about 80 schools
in different countries, in close
cooperation with the
respective National Olympic
Committees. A total of 49
schools were selected from
Azerbaijan to represent the
culture, sport and history of
each participating country in
the EYOF. A specially

developed communication
and training platform by the
Olympic Committee of
Azerbaijan has allowed OCEP
to reach and inspire thousands
of young people across
Europe, especially from
Azerbaijan, to become true
champions, to adopt and live
with the Olympic values of
Friendship, Excellence and
Respect and have active roles
in their communities.

It is worth noting that the
schools number 23, 20, 193
representing Ukraine, Spain
and Azerbaijan were the
winners of the "Most Active
Schools” category and won a
special trip to Olympia, the
home of the ancient Olympic
Games. This historic trip to
Greece was organised with the
full assistance of the IOA.

Although the OCEP was
officially closed in November
2019, the programme is
operational and continues to
serve the schools to this day,
as the Azerbaijan Olympic
Committee decided to
reactivate it in early 2020 in
the context of the battle with
COVID-19.

Through the #stayathome
#stayactive #stayfit
#staycreative campaigns
launched through OCEP,
hundreds of students are
encouraged to share sports,
artistic and educational
activities that take place at
home during quarantine. It is
worth noting that the number
of schools enrolled in the first
competition increased by 70%,
which is almost double since
the time of OCEP.

Barbados

The National Olympic
Academy of Barbados
collaborated with the Women
in Sport Commission for a
number of impactful
programmes. 104 girls,
between the ages of twelve
and eighteen years,
participated in a Play Like a
Girl workshop. The aim of the
all-day, interactive event was
to facilitate visioning for the
future, on and off the field of
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play, and celebrate the
accomplishments of the
students, both in sport and in
their everyday lives.

The issue of Child Safe-
guarding in Sport received
attention through a number of
workshops organized with
UNICEF support. Sensitization
sessions were completed with
115 student athletes between
the ages of twelve and sixteen
years, community leaders and
27 grassroot coaches.

Seminars were also
organized in cooperation with
the Athletes Commission and
45 athletes attended one
anti-doping workshop while
51 took part in another
dealing with Mental Resiliency,
with discussion included on
coping in the current
challenging environment. The
President of the Committee,
Anicia Wood, presented at a
session with administrators on
the topic, Supporting Athletes.

The Olympic Museum
created a virtual reality tour
and visitors to the museum are
now provided with tablets to
use as they explore the facility.
This allows them to interact
with, and receive information
about the artefacts, bringing
the exhibits to life and
reducing the need for a
dedicated tour guide for the
entire visit. The innovation has
been very well received across
all age groups.

Unavoidably, Olympic Day
2020 celebrations took place
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virtually. The inability to
engage in face-to-face
activities did not reduce the
level of excitement among
participants. The Olympic
Week opened on Monday, 15
June with a Let’s Move TikTok
Challenge, prompting
participants to perform a
creative physical activity as
they moved through a video
frame. Other physical tasks
included a #greekstatue
challenge, a treasure hunt, and
a workout led by national
athlete, Mario Burke, on
Olympic Day. During the week,
schoolchildren were invited to
submit videos expressing their
feelings about Physical
Education and Sport, which
were posted on a website.

A discussion, Olympians
Speak, afforded a panel of
Olympians the opportunity to
share their experiences and
advice with the youth. The
highlight of Olympic Week
was an Activities Room on
Academy’s webpage where
participants could engage in a
variety of games and
educational activities, some of
which had the Olympic values
as their theme. A Hurdles
Running Game released on
Olympic Day was a fitting
finale to an exciting week of
online activities.

Benin

Every year, the National
Olympic Academy of Benin
organizes a series of events for
the promotion of the Olympic
values, especially among
young people. The
competition "Sport and
Intelligence" and the Olympic
Caravan are part of these
actions, as well as the Youth
Sports Camp.

The aim of the actions is to
strengthen the culture and
awareness of young people in



the fields of sport and the
educational values of sports.
All these activities are
addressed to boys and girls
under the age of 17 with their
school teachers. They are
familiarised with the sports
practiced in Benin, the
regulations, the key athletes,
history at national and
international level.

Schoolchildren participate in
at least one sport and are also
included in groups to take part
in the "Sport and Intelligence”
competition. This competition
consists of groups of five
people, with at least two
people of the same sex.
Questions of general
knowledge about sport and its
educational values are asked.
The best teams are admitted
to the national final
competition.

Among these groups,
children are selected for the
Sports Camps, which last seven
days and are aimed to
familiarise children with all
kinds of sports. They also
improve their knowledge of
issues such as the benefits of
sport in health and personality
development, the fight against
doping, the problem of
violence in sport and the
manipulation of sporting
results.

The close relation between
the Academy and CAEO is an
important advantage for the
use of the tools designed by
the Center for Education. This
is the reason why the
Academy, through the Deputy
Director-General, has been

integrated into the CAEO
team, which is responsible for
the development of
educational programs on
Olympic values and is aligned
with the contractual structure
of education (primary,
secondary and higher), but
also with unofficial education.
The aim is to design global
programs aimed at leveraging
Olympic values through
educational tools such as
sport, culture, environmental
education and citizenship,
always in line with local
conditions.

The Olympic Academy of
Cameroon plans to continue
promoting and disseminating
the Olympic values within the
primary, secondary and
university educational
institutions, through the
approximately 20 Olympic
clubs operating in the country,
which are continuators in the
dissemination of the Olympic
values.

In collaboration
with the Embassy of Canada to
Japan, Destination Tokyo has
been translated to Japanese
with the goal of sharing these

across Japan.

Throughout the Spring of
2020, the COSP spread the
We Are All Team Canada
message through the
creation of Canadian Olympic
Activity Calendars. Young
people across the country
were encouraged to engage
in daily physical activity, get
inspired by Team Canada
athletes, and ultimately, be
Olympic at home in support
of their community.

Olympic ice dance
champion Tessa Virtue and
Paralympic swimming star
Benoit Huot have teamed up
as hosts for Team Canada
Champion Chats (TCCC), a
programme launched by the
Canadian Olympic
Committee, Canadian
Paralympic Committee and
Classroom Champions. The
TCCC incorporates three
different four-week
curriculums that each
culminate in a massive,
national live chat featuring
Team Canada Olympic and
Paralympic athletes, with
over 17,000 views during the
first two live chats of the
year.

Located inside the
Canadian Olympic House in
Montreal, the Olympic
Experience provides an
educational and interactive
journey into the world of
Canadian Olympic athletes.

Based on the Olympic Charter
and the principles of the
National Olympic Committee
of the Central African Republic,
the National Olympic Academy
has once again launched
activities to promote and raise
awareness of the Olympic
values.

The Academy has taken
advantage of two major
events at national level to
promote and raise awareness
of the Olympic philosophy
among the world: the
Teaching Week from 12th to
19th February and the World
Sports Day for Development
and Peace, on 6th April.

During the Teaching Week
an action was taken to present
the Olympic values in the
schools of the capital. It was
eventually held in two schools,
Martyrs and Miskine.

On the World Sports Day for
Development and Peace, the
Academy joined forces with
the United Nations
Educational Programme in the
country to promote the
message of peace based on
the Olympic values.

Chile

On 5-7 November 2019, at the
Olympic Training Center, the
Olympic Committee of Chile
along with the National
Athletes Committee convened
the first "Citizen Sports
Dialogues".

The event was attended by
athletes, agents and coaches,
including the Sports Minister
Cecilia Pérez, to discuss on the
development of sport in the
country. Also, the luxury book
"80 years of women's athletics
in Chile" was published. This
book was written by Eleonor
Froehlich and contains
well-known and unknown
stories, as well as photographs
that shed light on the past and
present of women's sports in
Chile.

In 2019, the mobile Olympic
Museum visited 9 cities and
was visited by 12,150 people,
while 36,450 people entered
its website. Among the cities
visited were: Carahue,
Santiago, Canela, Talcahuano,
Traiguén, Vifa del Mar,
Villarrica, Teodoro Shmidt and
Coquimbo.

Colombia

The program "Olympic
Fellowships" of the Olympic
Academy of Colombia, gives

the opportunity for dialogue
on issues related to
Olympism. Pupils, teachers,
sports administrators,
coaches, athletes and
journalists gather to express
their point of view on items
of common interest.

This event has been
organized by the Academy
for more than 20 years and
81 events have taken place
so far, while the six events
took place in 2019 with the
following topics: Women and
Sport, Olympism,
Governance, New Sports
Olympic Games, Olympism
for Kids, National Games.

This program will continue
in 2020 with the aim of
organizing seven "Olympic

Fellowship Gatherings". The
Olympic Academic Courses, is
a program conducted since
various years by the Academy,
in coordination with different
Universities, having
educational programs, mainly
related to Sport and Physical
Education.

College students take the
program during one academic
semester, based on a
curriculum designed by the
Colombian Olympic Academy.

The Olympic Academic
Courses, allowed to send the
Olympic Movement concepts,
its values and goals to a
number of about 1,200 college
students, during the two
semesters of 2019. More than
20 universities, colleges and
schools are now offering these
courses.

In 2019, the Academy issued
six booklets series on the
subject: "Olympism for Kids".
These booklets would be
colored by children and deal
with the following topics:
History of the Olympic Games,
Education on Olympic values,
Olympic Heroes, Colombian
Olympic Heroes, History of the
Olympic Movement in
Colombia, Olympic
Memorabilia.

The Project foresees to
distribute in 2020 a number of
12,000 booklets among
educational centers in various
cities, together with the
relevant paints. The Academy
also has a new board for the




period 2019-2021 with
Guillermo Gonzélez as
President, Clemencia Anaya as
Vice-President and Alberto
Galvis as Secretary-General.

Croatia

The Croatian Olympic
Academy, in cooperation with
the Croatian Sports Museum,
participated in the project of
the Croatian Olympic
Committee "Synergy of Sports
Culture, Olympic Values and

Dual Career of Athletes", the
funding for which was granted
from the Olympic Solidarity
support programme. The
project consisted of three
workshops intended for
students who are elite
athletes; they were held in the
Croatian Sports Museum.

The programme of the
Olympism and Olympic Values
workshops for elementary and
secondary school students,
which started in March 2019,
has included over 2,000
students so far. As schools
showed a great interest in this
programme, a need arose for
new trainers. This is why a
seminar was organized and
held on the implementation of
the Olympic Workshops
programme for new trainers.

The Croatian School Sports
Association held a workshop
for the students of the Faculty
of Kinesiology, University of
Zagreb, who are also elite
athletes, on 17 December
2019. The worksheets
developed by the I0C were
translated into Croatian and
printed for the workshop and
also as a guide for the dual
career of athletes.

Due to the covid-19
situation, this year all the usual
activities celebrating Olympic
Day were cancelled. Instead, a
virtual Olympic Day
celebration was organized and
took place via Facebook page.
The most important events

held were the Olympic Day
Run and an online art
competition for children with
Olympic and sport motives.
The virtual race took place
from 23 May to 2 June with
273 participants from all parts
of Croatia and even from other
countries (Bosnia, Austria,
Germany and Switzerland).

Cyprus

The 31st Session of the
Olympic Academy of Cyprus
was held on 7 December 2019
with the main topic:
"Olympism - Truce - Education
- Peace" and with main
speaker Dr Konstantinos Filis.
The celebration of the
Olympic Day took place on 22

September 2019 at the
"Olympic House" in Nicosia.
The main event of the day was
the 800m and 5 km races in
four different categories. At
the same time, 20 sports
federations presented their
sport to the public.

The Olympic Committee of
Cyprus organized special days
at schools dedicated to
promoting Olympism and
Sport. It also organized the
2nd Annual General Assembly
of the European Olympic
Academies with more than 50
participants from 20 European
countries.

The Olympic Committee of
Cyprus has prepared a series
of publications in 2019 with
the aim of promoting
Olympism, especially to young
people, in close cooperation
with the Ministry of Education
of the Republic of Cyprus.

The Olympic Training Guide,
a nine-chapter book, was
prepared in the fall of 2019 for
primary and secondary school
teachers for the purpose of
supplementing the curriculum
with Olympic training tools.
The Guide was distributed,
through the Ministry, to
hundreds of teachers at
national level.

The brochure "Know the 33
Olympic Games of Tokyo
2020" was published in the
same period and was written
for primary school children
aged 6-10. Just like the
previous guide, the brochure
was distributed to schools

across the country.

An eight-page brochure
entitled "Olympic
Explorations" was completed
in the spring of 2019 and is
aimed at children up to 10
years old. The version included
recreational games, all with an
Olympic theme.

The brochure entitled
"Children's rights in sport",
prepared by UNICEF in Japan,
has been translated into Greek
and has been distributed,
always through the Ministry, to
teachers across the island.

Czech Republic

In 2019, the Czech Olympic
Academy was the guarantor of
the celebrations associated
with the 120th anniversary of
the founding of the Czech
Olympic Committee. During
the year, it prepared a series of
activities to mark this
important anniversary. A book
detailing the history of the
Commission was published,
many well-known sports
personalities were honored,
and the "Nestali stranou"
exhibition dedicated to the
landmarks of the history of
Czechoslovakia and the Czech
Republic related to sport and
Olympism took place in the
center of Prague.

One of the main actions was
the series entitled "Stories of
the Olympians". Five interview
films, dedicated to the
memories and lives of famous
Olympians, were created in

collaboration with the Czech
Olympic Academy and the
non-profit organization Post
Bellum. Primary school
students from different parts
of the Czech Republic watched
the journey of endurance
skiers Lukas$ Bauer and Kvéta
Jeriova, the athletes Imrich
Bugar and Sarka Kaparkova
and sports shooter Jan Kirka.

The whole programme was
supported by a systematic and
long-term communication
campaign, as well as online
through the Czech Olympic
Committee, with the result
that these stories reached
hundreds of thousands of
people.

France

The French National Olympic
Academy aims to promote
sports and Olympic values and
to develop many educational
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programmes. The Academy's
activities are focused on
many pillars: scientific
research, culture, heritage
and international
cooperation.

For ten years, the Academy
has been conducting scientific
research through the French
Centre for Olympic Studies
(CEOF). This network of
experts and researchers on
Olympic issues aims to
promote and develop
research on Olympic issues.
At the same time, the National
Olympic Academy of France,
through CEOF, encourages
research in sports, Olympism,
the Olympic and Paralympic
Games, mainly in the
Humanities and Social
Sciences. This promotion of
research is part of the
scholarship programme of the
French Centre for Olympic
Studies, which together with
the Academy funds three
annual research grants.

The research projects
address issues jointly
identified by the Academy
and the French National
Olympic and Sports
Committee. The challenge of
the programme is to create
knowledge that will lead to
scientific publications at the
same time as the Academy
becomes in charge of
Olympic studies in France and
is the interlocutor with
French and international
university research centres.

In collaboration with the
French Centre for Olympic
Studies and the Olympic and
Paralympic Cultural Education
Centre, the Olympic
University Sessions are one of
the major programmes
organized by the Academy
and are based on the concept
of "dissemination of Olympic
ideals in French student
youth and the promotion of
sports practice among
students”. It is a scientific,
sports, educational, cultural
and multidisciplinary
programme for students.

The Olympic University
Sessions focus on various
contents such as the practice
of sports activities, the
discovery of local sports
heritage, the theoretical
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sequences that offer scientific
knowledge and discussions
about Olympism. This unique
experience encourages
students in their area to
engage with the world of
sports and Olympism.

Germany

In Fall 2019 the German
Olympic Academy led a
German delegation
participating in the first joint
seminar of the National

Olympic Academies of Israel
and Germany. Besides its Vice
President, Prof. Manfred
Ldmmer, and its Director Mr
Tobias Knoch the delegation
consisted of different
representatives of sports
organisations, political,
scientific and social
institutions. The seminar
focused on two key aspects:
The preservation of the
universality of the Olympic
Movement and the training of
coaches.

The year 2019 had been
completed with the final of the
case studies competition, in
which student groups from all
over Germany simulated an
application for the 2025
Universiade in the region
Rhein-Ruhr. A prominent jury
consisting of Johanna Becker
(Chair member of the German
University Sports Federation),
Jorg Forster (Chairman of the
German University Sports
Federation), Stefan Klos (CEO
of PROPROJEKT), Annegret
Korff (Head of Division “Major
Sport Events” of the Federal
Ministry of the Interior,
Building and Community),
Michael Schirp (Assistant Head
of Media & Public Relation of
the German Sports Federation)
and Bernhard Schwank (Head
of Sports & Sports
Infrastructure of the State
Ministry of North Rhine-
Westphalia) judged their
presentations and awarded
the University of Leipzig with
the first place.

Although several events like
the event series “Biebricher
Schlossgesprache” or the

German Olympic Youth Camp
had to be cancelled, some
activities took place in 2020.
As it was not possible to
organize an event to celebrate
the Olympic Day like in the
past years, the German
Olympic Academy installed an
“Olympic Day Digit@!". Via its
social media platforms, the
DOA provided a week full of
online activities and
information as well as a call to
participate in an offline run

- each one for oneself.

On this occasion the
German Olympic Academy
also published its extensive
teaching material again.
Dealing with topics
concerning the Olympic and
Paralympic Games in Tokyo,
teachers received elaborated
drafts for their classes -
adapted to different ages.
There are two brochures — one
for elementary schools, one for
secondary schools — and a lot
of complementary worksheets
online. Each of these
brochures is available at no
costs in digital version. In this
context the German Olympic
Academy also launched a new
website that provides all its
offers for schools: www.
olympia-ruft.de.

Last but not least the
German Olympic Academy
was subject to important
changes regarding its staff.
Tobias Knoch, who had been
Director since 2013, left the
German Olympic Academy to
join the Landessportbund
Sachsen-Anhalt (States Sports
Federation of Saxony-Anhalt).

As of August 17, 2020, the




51-year-old Dr Gerald Fritz
took over the management of
the office of the German
Olympic Academy. In addition
to various positions in research
and teaching, including a
doctorate in Sports Economics,
Dr Fritz also has extensive
experience in organized
sports, focusing mainly on
event management and
marketing. In addition to his
professional expertise Dr Fritz
also has a strong connection
to the Olympic movement.

Hungary

The Hungarian Olympic
Academy continued to work
with the same members, but
with a new Secretary-General,
Béla Gyor. Before being
elected, he worked as the
head of a temporary
coordinating committee. Its
members were Lilla Szijj and
Dr Pal Hencsei.

Dr Zsuzsanna Bukta
represented the Academy at
the I0A Session for Presidents
or Directors of National
Olympic Academies in May
2019 and was also in
attendance in Nicosia at the
meeting of the European
Olympic Academies. The
representatives at the Session
for Young Participants were
Fanni Ferenczi and Farkas Moér
Fekete.

The youth camp was held in
a beautiful small town in
Hungary, Didsjend, under the
leadership of Bela Gyor, with
73 participating students and
ten teachers. It was free for the
members of the team that
won the Olympic Quiz. The
camp was conducted in
collaboration with the
Hungarian Canoe Federation,
the Hungarian Athletics
Association and the Budapest
team, Honved. All activities
and programmes were
presented on the website of
the Hungarian Olympic
Committee.

There is an excellent
relationship with the
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Hungarian School Sport
Federation on the annual
organisation of the Olympic
Quiz. The first five rounds were
completed online and the final
round was held in several
cities in Hungary. The jury
included athletes who have
participated in the Olympics.

Two conferences were also
organised. The first took place
at the Olympic Training Camp
in Tata and the second took
place in Romhany, with more
than 100 participants.

Each of the schools bears
the name of an Olympic
Medallist or an Olympian. In
total there are four high
schools and 23 primary
schools with 12,000 students.
Each school actively
participates in the other's
programmes.

Islamic Republic
of Iran

Since the beginning of 2020,
the National Olympic Academy
of Iran has continued to run
various programmes, the most
important of which are the
following:

The Department of Physical
Education of the Ministry of
Science and the Academy
jointly held the first workshop
on executive management of
major sporting events with the
emphasis on “Olympic Values”
for experts and directors of
physical education.

The National Olympic
Academy of Iran also
organized a conference at
national level aiming at
developing championship
sport as a science. The
President of the Academy,

Dr Gharekhanlou, introduced
knowledge-based sports, with

a new approach regarding the
application of science in sport,
and with the involvement of
the coaches, trainers, sports
psychologists, managers and
executive agents of sports in
this important matter.

The National Olympic
Academy also held the Policy
Council for the Protection of
Athletes against Harassment
and Abuse in Sport. The idea is
based on the instructions of
the 10C on the importance of
athletes as the heart of the
Olympic Movement and the
need to create a safe
environment for them.

The Academy also directed
the third phase of its
scholarship programme for
young elite athletes aged
13-15 to be prepared for
Youth Olympic Games.

After the global outbreak of
Covid-19, the National
Olympic Academy of Iran, in a
new approach sought to turn
this threat into an opportunity
and bring about the plan of
the Virtual National Olympic
Academy, the plan of which
was approved by Dr Salehi
Amiri, President of the Iranian
National Olympic Committee.

Thus, a number of online
workshops and courses were
conducted, namely: OVEP
online course for the Iranian
teachers; methodology of
Functional training course for
coaches and trainers; the new
method of the Strength
training course for coaches
and trainers; return to training

from the perspective of injury
prevention during the
Coronavirus pandemic
especially for national
volleyball and basketball
teams; International Sports
Cardiology webinar with the
presence of Dr Michael
Papadakis the head of
Education, Cardiology and
Sports Department at the
University of St George,
London and Dr Mahdi Anvari;
and psychological, nutritional,
medical advice was provided
for athletes via phone and
online platforms.

Last but not least, National
Olympic Academy
commenced an endeavor
during the pandemic, to
translate the latest findings on
Covid-19 and sport into
Persian. They were translated
by the International Section of
the National Olympic Academy
and made available to the
sports community.

Israel

The Olympic Committee of
Israel and the Academic
College at Wingate conducted
the 1st Joint Seminar of the
National Olympic Academies
of Israel and Germany at the

end of 2019, as part of a
Memorandum of
Understanding between the
Olympic Committees of Israel
and Germany. The opening
speeches of the seminar were
made by Prof. Ronnie Lidor,
President of the Academic
College at Wingate, Ms Yael
Arad, Chair of the Sport
Commission of the National
Olympic Committee of Israel
and the first Israeli to win an
Olympic medal, and Prof. Dr
Manfred Laemmer, Vice-
Chairman of the German
Olympic Academy.

Ten guests from Germany
attended the seminar,
including Mr Frank Wieneke,
Judo Olympic Champion 1984
and Olympic Silver Medal
1988, who was the honorary
guest of the seminar. In
addition, four representatives
from the Guatemalan Olympic
Committee attended the
seminar, which also has an
agreement of cooperation
with the Olympic Committee
of Israel.

The seminar addressed two
important issues in Olympic
sports: preserving the
Universality of the Olympic
Movement and of
International Sport and
Structures and Challenges of
Coaching Education in Israel
and Germany.

More than 100 local
participants including sports
managers, coaches, athletes,
sports journalists, students
and teachers of physical

education, among others
attended the seminar.

The Olympic Committee of
Israel has been keeping fans
and athletes engaged during
the COVID-19 pandemic by
delivering a series of
compelling programmes
across its social media
channels. The programmes
included a number of Olympic
quizzes, including an
Interactive Olympic Quiz to
celebrate the 2020 Olympic
Day. This initiative reached
thousands of sport
enthusiasts, making the
Olympic Day a unique
celebration in Israel.

In addition, the Olympic
Committee of Israel hosted
live chats with Olympians as
well as experts from a variety
of fields, including sports
medicine, physiology,
nutrition, mental counselling
and sports sciences.

Latvia

In 2019 the Latvian Olympic
Academy translated,
supplemented and published
the book "Canoe Professor",
which analyzes the athletic
experience and achievements
of the Olympic canoeist lvans
Klementjevs and is based on
the autobiography of "Iron
Ivan".

After all, since the restoration
of Latvia's independence (1991),
kayaking has participated in all
the Olympic Games, with the
most important example being
Ivans Klementjevs, who brought
two silver medals for Latvia
from Barcelona in 1992 and
Atlanta in 1996, and also
competed with the USSR in
Seoul in 1988.

Ivans Klementjevs is one of
the most outstanding athletes
in canoeing history, six times
the world champion in the 1000
meters and once in the
marathon in the 10 000 meters.
The only rower to win five
consecutive World
Championships. He is known in
the canoe society as "Iron Ivan"
and "Professor".

After 21 years in sports and
after the Atlanta Olympics, Ivans
Klementjevs decided to end his
career as an athlete in three
national teams: the USSR,
Poland and Latvia.

Following his retirement from
sport, lvans Klementjevs
became involved in politics as a
Member of Parliament and is
currently on the board of the
European Olympic Academies
and the Latvian Olympians
Club. He is President of the
Latvian Sports Veterans Union,
President of the Olympic
Academy of Latvia, Member of
the Board of the Latvian Charity
Foundation for Sport Support
and Chairman of the Olympic
Forum.

The book "Canoe Professor" is
not only an amazing life story of
a famous athlete, but also
informative material on canoe
development in Latvia and in
the world.

The Lithuanian Olympic
Academy had to adapt to the
challenges posed by Covid-19
and held two online seminars:

Both seminars
attracted great interest, over
400 educators and students
participated in them.

At the seminar "Childhood
Education through Sport and
Olympic Education" lecturers
presented the latest theory
about educators’
competencies in developing
children's physical abilities and
skills: it is very important to
give children a chance to try a
broad range of motions and
sports, as fundamental skills
are developed in childhood.
Pupils and teachers learned
about the potential for the
dissemination of Olympic
values in pre-school education
and analyzed concrete

e
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examples of how teachers could
integrate Olympic education not
only in physical education
classes but also in other
activities.

The lecturers emphasised that
one should not forget the
development of a child's
individual character traits in
Olympic education, such as
self-control, determination in
pursuit of goals, resilience when
faced with setbacks. The
participants appreciated the
format of remote seminars
which allowed them to actively
communicate among
themselves and with the
lecturers without leaving their
homes.

Mauritius

In Mauritius, the measures
taken by the State to limit
gatherings due to the
pandemic and the closed
schools imposed a change in
the celebrations of the
Olympic Day. The Olympic
Academy of Mauritius used
Social Media to spread the
message of Olympism.

The President of the
Academy, Sanjaye Goboodun,
participated in an international
online seminar organized by
Jammu University Cluster in
India to celebrate the Olympic
Day. The topic of the seminar
was: "International Seminar for
the empowerment of society
through Education, the Youth
Olympic Games and the
Olympic values". Sanjaye
Goboodun'’s presentation was:
"Strengthening Olympic
Values in Society and its
Practicality".

On 7 April 2019, the
Olympic Fun Day was
organized with the partici-
pation of 250 children aged




7-15 years. It was addressed to
children from poor families
who do not have many
opportunities to engage in
sports. People with physical
disabilities also participated, a
fact that enhanced the
education of children in the
respect and social inclusion of
fellow human beings facing
problems, under the umbrella
of sports.

This date was also used for
the celebration of the 193rd
anniversary of the first modern
Olympic Games in Athens in
1896 (April 6), but also in
conjunction with the World
Day of Sport for Development
and Peace. Furthermore, the
7th of April marks the
celebration of the World
Health Day and that is why a
medical workshop with the
team of First Aiders was
included in the programme, to
raise children's awareness of
their health but also to learn
the basic first aid skills that can
be useful while training in
their sport.

The programme covered the
following sports: archery, Para
basketball, fencing, Kids
Athletics, rugby and wrestling/
grappling.

Literary discussions were
also held with the National
Olympic Academy on
Olympism and Olympic
Education, arts working
groups were formed, a film
about the Olympic Games was
shown, a medical workshop
and a zumba music session
were held. Medals and
commemorative T-shirts were
given to all the children, while
complimentary food and
refreshments were offered.

The National Olympic
Academy of Morocco was
founded by the National
Olympic Committee to inspire
people and to promote the
philosophy and ideals of
Olympism. Its actions in 2019
were:

Olympic visits which aim to
promote Olympism and its
values and to raise awareness
among young people in
Morocco about the
importance of sport in all its
forms.

April 2019. This day, which
represents a powerful symbol
of recognition of the role of
sport as a tool for
development and peace, was
an opportunity to promote the
values and principles of peace
and solidarity among young
people aged 8 to 13 from
national sports federations.

The Norwegian Olympic and
Paralympic Committee and
Confederation of Sports
hosted the Norwegian
National Olympic Academy in
Lillehammer from 1st to 4th
August 2019. The Academy
gathered 54 young leaders,
coaches and volunteers in
Norwegian sports aged
between 18-29 years. 23 of the
participants were men and 31
women. The theme for 2019
was: “The will to say it!"

The Norwegian Sports
Confederation involved 6

young previous participants to
take part in a working group
to plan, implement and
evaluate the National Olympic
Academy in 2019. The
workgroup had participants
from both the regional and
the national confederations.
The workgroup had 3
meetings online to share ideas
and to plan the programme,
its implementation and its
evaluation before the National
Olympic Academy started.
The National Olympic
Academy in 2019 had a varied
program with lectures, group
discussions, workshops and
social and physical activities.
The evaluation shows that the
participants were very satisfied
with the programme. Sharing
knowledge and experiences
with each other across sports,
roles and backgrounds is
always highly appreciated
among the participants, so it is
always important for the
National Olympic Academies
to set aside enough time in
the programme for such
valuable group discussions,
time to ask the lecturers
questions and “free time” to
discuss with each other.

Portugal

The Olympic Academy of
Portugal had set a goal for
2020 to celebrate the Tokyo
Olympics with a cultural
programme. Bearing the title
“Olympic Cultural Programme
2020, it aimed at carrying out
different events with the
common particularity of
looking at Olympism by its
cultural relevance, through the
lenses of arts and ideas.
Initiatives such as musical
concerts, exhibitions, film
sessions, conferences or
thematic visits were to be held
over the year.

Although the pandemic
forced the postponement of
the great majority of the
events already scheduled
-more than one hundred, all
over the country- is was
possible to implement some
of them until mid-March,
involving Olympic athletes in
talks and conferences,
students from the schools in a
variety of programmes and a
symphony concert by the
Portuguese Air Force Music
Band.

This concert took place in
the main Portuguese operatic
hall (Sao Carlos National
Theatre), under the auspices of
the national public radio
station Antena 2, with a
programme consisting of
musical compositions that
recalled moments in the
modern Olympic history and
Japanese culture.

Due to difficulties raised by

the coronavirus pandemic and
the resulting postponement of
the Tokyo Olympic Games to
2021, the Portuguese Olympic
Cultural Programme has
meanwhile been extended for
one more year, until the end of
2021, in the belief that every
event previously scheduled
can be actually carried out
next year.

The Olympic Academy of
Portugal is launching a new
project in the field of oral
history. Under the name "Oral
Memory of Portuguese
Olympism", it will result in a
collection of interviews with
Portuguese Olympic
personalities, among athletes,
officials, coaches, judges,
policy makers, etc. The project
is to last several years, as it will
consist of hundreds of
interviews, relying on
audiovisual recordings.
Representing one of the
greatest oral history projects
ever in Portugal, with scientific
validation, it will compose a
relevant set of recordings
settled on academic
guidelines, with reference to
the internationally-recognised
best practices in the field. In
due time, an internet specific
website will be created in
order to make the collection
available for general use, thus
becoming a tools for
researchers on the Olympic
and sports history subjects.

Qatar

The Olympic Academy of
Qatar is responsible for
spreading the Olympic values
and developing sports in Qatar
and the surrounding region by
annually organizing around 30
different sessions broken
down into workshops,
seminars, courses, Master's
programme.

Among other things, for the
12th year in a row, Qatar
Olympic Academy had

organized the “Advanced
Sports Management Course”
during the period from
September 2018 to March
2019 in seven sessions, which
targeted sports federations
managers, sports club
managers and staff, former
athletes, and individuals who
are willing to change their
careers. The 12th version of
the programme was rich with
diversity because of the
different backgrounds of the
38 participants.

The first version of the
action "Preparation of Sports
Psychologists" was set as two
levels. It started with the basic
level of the program (17-21
March 2019) which included
an introduction to sports
psychology and how to
diagnose common
psychological issues amongst
adults and youth athletes.
Heading up to the advanced
level, the participants had a
month before the course week
to work with a sports team in
order to implement the
knowledge they gained from
the basic level and to write a
paper and present it in the
advanced level (14-18 April
2019). The Academy has
partnered with the University
of Qatar and the Asian
Association of South Pacific
Sports Psychology to organize
this programme.

On 14 October 2019, the
Academy organized the
“Education and Olympic
Movement Development
Seminar” as part of the 1st
ANOC World Beach Games
held in Doha, Qatar. The
Seminar hosted experienced
speakers in discussed aspects
of education, hosting mega
events, and promoting the
Olympic movement in the
globe. Speakers at the seminar
were HE Sheikh Saoud Bin
Abdulrahman Al-Thani, former
Secretary General of the
Olympic Committee of Qatar,
James Macleod, Director of
Olympic Solidarity, Husain
Al- Musallam, Director General
of the Olympic Council of Asia,
Jan Paterson, Managing
Director of the British Olympic
Foundation and Director of
Olympic Relations at the
British Olympic Association.

Romania

The Romanian Olympic
Academy, with the support of
the Romanian Olympic and
Sports Committee, organizes
every year Olympic events
including sports, cultural and
educative activities.

On 5 April, the 6th edition of
the International Day of Sport
for Development and Peace
was organized by the
Academy in Bucharest, with
the support of all regional
branches.

Over 100 students from five
schools from Bucharest
together with European, world
and Olympic champions and
Romanian sports personalities
celebrated this important
event. Students had the

In this Session,
internationally recognised
environmentalists and sports
educators presented an
overview of the research work
about the current issues in
sports including environment
pollution and environmental
sustainability in sport, as well
as the proposed plans and
implementations of new
prevention strategies adopted
by sport organizations around
the world. A number of issues
related to environment and
sport in South Asia were also
discussed, and the ways in

which sustainable
development goals could be
achieved through Olympic
values.

The seminar emphasised
environmental ethics relevant
to efficient and eco-friendly
sporting events. By
exchanging information and
gaining new perspectives, an
“action plan” was made to
raise public awareness and
support the protection of our
environment in South Asia by
propagating Olympic values.

The National Olympic
Academy of Sri Lanka is
grateful for the participation of
university students from South
Asian countries as a new
generation of innovators was
built who can use sports as a
platform to tackle
environmental issues and
achieve environmental
sustainability.

Togo

The National Olympic
Academy of Togo organized
the annual Session, which
included speeches, discussions
and workshops, at the
National Institute of Youth
and Sports in Lomé.

This year, by adopting the
message of the I0C President
Dr Thomas Bach, “Olympism
and Corona” a new approach
was promoted for the
celebration of the Olympic
Day 2020 which had a great
impact and success. An online
marathon was held to send a
message in favor of sports
with a video or a photo of
sports activities and more than
60,000 posts on facebook,
instagram and twitter.

In addition, an online relay
race was organized for Greek
Olympic athletes, who sent a
video message about the
Olympic Day and the values of
sports, each of them passing
to the next one a letter from
the phrase "Olympic Day
2020". The Olympians who
participated were Lefteris
Petrounias, Vasiliki Millousi,
Christos Volikakis, Emmanouil
Karalis, Sofia Bekatorou,
Tassoula Kelesidou, Nery
Niangkouara, George Tzelilis,
Pavlos Kayalis, George
Chatziefstathiou, Eleni
Chatziliadou, Panayiotis Gionis,
Viktoras Mitrou and Spyros
Gianniotis.

Young artists from all over
Greece, created works
dedicated to the Olympic Day,
which were presented in an
online painting exhibition
which was presented in a
video in collaboration with the
Children’s Art Gallery of
Greece. The views of the two
videos created reached 12,000.

Also, for the first time this
year, due to the fact that all
the primary schools of the
country remained open until
the end of June, it was
proposed to the Ministry of
Education and Religious Affairs
that the Physical Education
classes should be dedicated to
the Olympic Day with a total
of 4,500 students participating
in those.

Sports activities and
acquaintance with the
Olympic sports were also
organized for the celebration
of the Olympic Day in sports
centers such as the Youth
Sports Centre of Agios Kosmas,
the YMCA of Thessaloniki, in
sports clubs in Ancient
Olympia, in los and in Porto
Rafti, with the presence and
participation of Greek
Olympians, following the
instructions for Covid 19 and
the sports hygiene protocols.

The Hellenic Olympic
Committee and the National
Olympic Academy organised
once again since October 2019
the innovative training
programme "l love sports -
Kids" Athletics" in cooperation
with the Ministry of Education
and Religious Affairs and the
Ministry of National Defense,
which has been attended by a
total of 210,000 children from
2,473 primary schools across
the country.

Furthermore, the National
Olympic Academy of Greece,
in cooperation with Deutsche
Sportjugend, continued their
excellent cooperation for the
Youth Exchange programmes
in sports. The first exchanges
were successfully carried out
and the second round of
exchanges has already started
with great interest in
participation in the
Programme by new clubs.

In addition, the National
Olympic Academy of Greece,
in cooperation with the
Hellenic Olympic Committee,

the French Embassy and the
French Institute, continued
launching the programme
"Generation 2004 in Greece
on the Road to the Olympic
Games in Paris 2024".

A programme aiming at the
propagation of the Olympic
spirit, the Olympic education
and the French culture and,
through the organization of
annual Olympic conferences,
in the presence of French and
Greek athletes who
participated in the Athens
2004 Olympic Games, at
creating an active network of
approximately 1,800 young
people, a bilingual "generation
2004" capable of spreading
the values of Olympism.

In the presence of many friends of sport, on the 17th
December 2019, the IOA’s Development Projects
Consultant, Dr Dionyssis Gangas presented his new
book entitled “Olympic Movement and International
Politics” in the Conference Hall of the Hellenic Olym-
pic Committee.

The book, printed by “I. SIDERIS” publications,
was presented in detail by the former Minister of For-
eign Affairs and head of the Greek Delegation to the
Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe,
member of New Democracy, Mrs Dora Bakoyannis,
the Emeritus Professor of International and Europe-
an Studies of Panteion University Dr Stelios Perrakis,
who actually prefaces the book, the Professor in Mod-
ern and Contemporary History of the same Universi-
ty Dr Christina Koulouri and the Director of the In-
stitute of International Relations and Director of the
International Olympic Truce Centre, pollical scientist
Dr Constantinos Filis. The presentation was coordi-
nated by the journalist Ms Kleio Nikolaou.

This book, in addition to being a valuable assis-
tance for the students of the Master’s Degree Pro-
gramme of the IOA and the University of Pelopon-
nese, is also a useful tool in the hands of all people of
sport, who have the desire to learn about the various
aspects of the relation between the Olympic Move-
ment and International Politics, as these have been
formed over time until today.

As the reader of this documented study will find,
the relation between sport and politics has gone
through many fluctuations and many levels of con-
flict, since these two social actions have different ori-
gins and different goals. On the one hand, the Games
are based on a warm and strong co-existence of

different peoples, religions, ideologies and cultures,
aiming at brotherhood, solidarity, humanity and the
consolidation of world peace. On the other hand,
the pursuit of politics seeks to exploit every suita-
ble ground offered to it by the promotion of sport in
order to gain an advantage, capable of helping it to
impose any idea it expresses each time.

In the first part of the book, an attempt it made to
analyse the relation of the Olympic Movement with
politics, which went through three major, completely
distinct historical phases. The first begins with the
noble idea of the revival of the Olympic Games by
Coubertin and ends shortly before World War II. The
second phase of conflict between sport and politics
begins dramatically at the end of World War II and
ends with the fall of the Berlin Wall. This is the most
difficult period of the Olympic Movement and the
I0OC itself as during this phase the conflict between
sport and politics reaches its peak. The third phase
is the past thirty years, with political intervention
having almost disappeared from Olympic events and
the IOC reversing the circumstances of the previous
years and now imposing its own terms in this rela-
tion between sport and politics.

The second part of the study presents the vari-
ous forms of political intervention in all the summer
Olympic Games, from the first ones in Athens in
1896 to those in Rio de Janeiro in 2016. -
